Motion by Councilor Armett, seconded by Councilor Cushing to
appoint Scott Luciano to the Personnel Appeals Board and Mike Labun to
the Recreation Committee — unanimous vote in favor.

a. DENNIS PAPER PROCLAMATION ~ 100 YEARS IN BUSINESS

Dennis Paper Company has been in business for 100 years and is now
located in Hampden. There will be a celebration in the near future and a
Proctamation from the Council will be presented to them at that time.
Motion by Councilor Arnett, seconded by Councilor Cox to endorse the
proclamation as proposed — unanimous vote in favor.

5. BUDGET

a. 20-20 LURA HOIT POOL.

20-20-15-10 FUEL

Pool Director Darcey Peakall said that given the increase in fuel costs, this
line fem would probably need to be increased from $73,185.00 to
$85,000.00. Motion by Councilor Amett, seconded by Coungilor Brann to
increase this line item to $85,000.00 — unanimous vote in favor.

With the above adjustment, the new proposed total budget is $360,528.00.
b. 20-01 RECREATION

No change was made to the proposed total amount of $124,942.00.

¢. 20-10 DYER LIBRARY

No change was made to the proposed total amount of $230,163.00.
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d. CAPITAL RESERVES

Manager Lessard prepared a Capital Plan for the various departments from
2009 through 2018 for the Council’s review. The plan includes capital
projects for each department for the next ten years and after considerable
discussion, it was decided that this plan will be forwarded to the Finance
Committee for further review and analysis. It was also decided that funding
of reserve accounts for 2009 would be done the same way as has been

done in the past. No change was made to the proposed total amount of
$243,970.00.

D. COMMITTEE REPORTS

Councilor Cushing reported that the Committee on Commitiees met last week and is
assessing the mission statements of the various citizen advisory commitiees. The
committee is also looking at developing a training/information package for citizen
advisory committee members. The next meeting will be June 12" at noon.

Councilor Cox reported that the Community Services Committee met and discussed the
Friends of Dorothea Dix and the Prentiss & Carlisle proposal for the park. The next
regular meeting will have to be rescheduled for another date.

Councilor Brann reported that the Comprehensive Planning Commitiee will meet
following the next Community Services Commitiee meeting.

Councilor Arnett reported that the Communications Committee met and reviewed the
editorial policy. The committee looked at the local cable television operation —the Town
is part of a local consortium and the committee asked Manager Lessard fo review the
consortium's charter with other members of the consortium. Additionally, the
Communications Community, in cooperation with the Dyer Library, Hampden Historical
Society and the Reed’s Brook School made application for a $10,000 grant from the
Maine Historical Society under a project they have funded for Maine Community
Heritage, which is focused on the idea of communities developing both oral histories and
documents that can be posted on the website and shared with the community.

Councilor Amnett also reported that the Charter & Ordinance Committee met earlier this
evening and continues to review the required shoreland zoning ordinance mandated by
the State. The commitiee is in the process of reviewing a new segment of the Zoning
Ordinance to accommodate water uses and continues to discuss the issue of when
building permits may be granted.

E. MANAGER’S REPORT

A copy of the Manager's Report is attached.
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F. COUNCILOR’S COMMENTS

Councilor Cushing informed the Council that Dana Edwards of Edwards Family Shop ‘n
Save has opened a new store in Unity. He also encouraged all 17-year olds to
participate in the upcoming Primary Election.

be retained in the records here at the Town Office. Denise and I will be developing an
appropriate form for this purpose.

Election Reminders — The School District Budget meeting is being held on Thursday,
June 5, 2008 at the Hampden Academy new gym at 7 [ p.In. The referendum validation
vote on that budget will be held on Tuesday, June 10% from 8 a.m. to 8 p.m. at the
community room of the Town office in conjunction with the State primary and
referendum elections.

Landfill Meeting - I have a meeting with Landfill officials on June 10" to discuss the
possibility of an early closure for the facility. Instead of the last waste acceptance date
being 12/31/08, it may be 06/30/08. The volume of waste allowed is determined by the
allowed slope and that may be attained earlier than anticipated.

Hampden Business Association Meeting — A reminder that the next meeting of the HBA
is at noontime on June 3™ at Fresh Ginger — which is tomorrow. :

Replacement at Transfer Station — The new employee, Chris Everett, started at the
Transfer Station on Sunday, June 1*. He was hired to replace Tom Colpitts who resigned
to take another job. He comes to us with transfer station experience from another
community.

Bangor Rescue Mission — Peter Webb from the Bangor Rescue Mission has indicated that
the mission will no longer be accepting sex offenders into their program. While that is
positive news for the neighborhood, there is nothing to prevent them from changing that
policy at some time in the future. There are no sex offenders residing there at the present
time.

Budget Adoption Hearing — The budget adoption public hearing will be held on Monday,
June 16, 2008 as part of your regular council meeting on that date.

Dear Susan:

As the attorneys who comprise Rudman & Winchell's Municipal Law Team, we are pleased
to extend the following invitation to you and the municipal officers of your Town.

Last year the Legisiature enacted 1 M.RS.A. § 412, which requires elected officials to
complete a course of training relating to public records and proceedings within 120 days of
taking office. For those officials aiready holding office as of July 1, 2008, the training must
be complete by November 1, 2008. Officials subject to this requirement include, but are not
limited to, municipal officers, clerks, treasurers, assessors, municipal budget committee
members, water/sanitary district trustees, school efficials, and school board members.

To facititate compliance with the deadiine for existing municipal officers, Rudman &
Winchell's Municipal Law Team will host a free Freedom of Access Training Program for
Municipal Officials. This training is designed to meet the requirements of 1 MRS.A. §
412(2) and will inciude instruction on the following topics:

*What is a public document?

*What ntust be done to comply with a request for a public record?
*What are the legal requirements relative to a public proceeding?
*When and how to call an executive session?

*What are the consequences and penalties for failure to comply?

We are offering training on Tuesday, September 9, 2008, and Thursday, September 18,
2008, at Bangor City Hall (located at 73 Harlow Street, Bangor), and on Wednesday,
September 24, 2008, at Ellsworth City Hall (located at 1 City Hall Plaza, Ellsworth). All
training sessions will begin at 7:00 p.m. and will last for approximately an hour and a half,
Space.is limited.

Dear U.S. Postal Customer,

I am an Electronics Technician and the President of Bangor Area Local 536 of the APWU. I am employed
at the Eastern Maine Processing and Distribution Facility located in Hampden, Maine. I write this letter to
voice my concerns over plans by the U.S. Postal Service to send the mail that we currently process for
distribution to Southern Maine Processing and Distribution Center in Scarborough, Maine for Processing.
At EMP&DF we have always processed the mail for zip codes that begin with 044, 046, 047 and 049 and
pride ourselves in providing excellent service to our customers. Effective August 11, 2008 the USPS will
be shipping all standard class flat mail to SMP&DC for processing and are currenﬂy considering taking
even more mail. The plans to process the 044, 046, 047 and 049 mail in Scarborough would have an
adverse effect on mail delivery. The mail is shapped by truck between EMP&DF and SMP&DC and the
extra travel time would add an automatic 1 day to the delivery process in the best case scenario. The
employees here at EMP&DF do not feel that this is in the best interest of the customer. We of course
would suffer job losses here in an already troubled economy. The USPS claims the purpose of this is for
improving operational efficiency and/or service, we feel service should be the most important factor in
any determination that the USPS makes. We hope that as a customer you will not stand for this and you
will let your voice be heard. I firmly believe that the USPS is the best delivery service in existence and in
no way is this letter meant to dissuade you from using the USPS for your delivery purposes. I have listed
the USPS officials making the decision along with their contact numbers with the hopes that you will let
them know that you, as a customer, should be the most important consideration on any decision made
when it comes to mail processing and delivery. Thank you for your time and attention in this matter.

Dan Brooks brought the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.

The secretary’s minutes were accepted as presented.

The treasurer’s report was tabled and Jim will email the reports to all the members
to review,

Darcey reported that 189 participants are currently taking swim lessons in session V
and a total of 833 participants have participated since session I. Fuel usage is down
by 187 galions from April to May; pool rental numbers are up 165 people with an
increase of $518.00 and the total number of pool participants is up 274 people
compared to May of 2007.

The thank you notes from the Susan Abraham Benefit have been sent out with the
exception of 36 cards and those will go out as soon as more are printed.

A motion was made to add a second board member to be an authorized signatory on
the Lura Hoit Pool Board of Trustees accounts. It was recommended that the current

chair of the Pool Board be the other signatory. The motion was passed with an 8-0
vote.

In Jim’s absence, he left word that he will be emailing the board the copy of the.
Memorandum of Understanding and he would like input on the draft.

Norm does not think that the pool board should be spending any more time on
fundraising for the Susan Abraham Scholarship. A motion was made that as of July
1, 2008, the pool Board of Trustees will not be actively soliciting in the name of
Susan G. Abraham Scholarship Fund, which will be considered fully endowed for its
purpose. The motion was passed with an 8-0 vote.

SUBJECT:  Draft Zoning Ordinance text amendments for Building Height Limits for
Institutional Buildings in the Residential B District,

DATE: July 24, 2068 :

On July 23, 2008 the fuil Hampden Planning Board and Tewn Council Charter and Ordinance Committee
reviewed the subject referred Zoning Ordinance amendment. After discussion the two groups
recommended a change that would make institutional buildings over 35 feet in height a conditional use in
the Residential B District. This was thought to be consistent with a similar provision in the Industrial
Park District. They also recommended that references to public school be deleted from the proposed
Special District Regulation that would allow institutional buildings in excess of 35 feet in height.

Based on those changes the full Planning Board voted unanimously to recommend “ought to pass™ for the
proposed zoning text amendment.

Based on those changes the Charter and Ordinance Committee voted unanimously to recommend “ought
to pass™ for the proposed zoning text amendment.

The draft amendment establishes a maximum height limit for institutional buildings in the Residential B
district of 60 feet. It follows the precedent established in the Interchange District for the buildings with
heights in excess of 35 feet by placing additional setback requirements on front, side and rear vard
setback areas. Thus, at the minimum setback line the building can be 35 feet tall, and for each foot taller
the building is proposed it must be set back one additional foot.

3.8. Residential B District

3.8.1. Purpose - These areas are designated for a mixture of residential uses: single family,
multi-family, and mobile home parks, developed as either individual lots, conventional subdivisions
or cluster subdivisions. In addition, the RB District shall allow certain low impact nonresidential
uses.

INFRASTRUCTURE IMPROVEMENTS TO THE TOWN OF HAMPDEN SEWER SYSTEM
THROUGH ISSUANCE OF GENERAL OBLIGATION BONDS OR NOTES OF THE TOWN

OF HAMPDEN WHICH MAY BE CALLABLE IN THE PRINCIPAL AMOUNT NOT TO
EXCEED $1,850,000.

The Town of Hampden hereby ordains as follows:

Section 1. That pursuant to Section 5772 of Title 30-A, Maine Revised Statutes, as
amended, the Charter of the Town and any other applicable authority under Maine law, the Town
of Hampden is hereby authorized to borrow a principal amount not to exceed in the aggregate of
One Million Eight Hundred Fifty Thousand Dollars (1,850,000}, said amount to be payable
over a period not to exceed thirty (30) years, at such interest rates and on such further terms and
conditions as may be approved by the Treasurer and a majority of the Town Council, the
proceeds of said loan to be used substantially for various sewer projects, including the
construction, reconstruction, replacement or repair of sewer lines, manholes, stormwater
separation facilities and other infrastructure improvements to the Town of Hampden Sewer
System, said loan to be evidenced by the General Obligation Bond or Bonds of the Town to be
executed and delivered on behalf of the Town by the Town Treasurer and countersigned by a
majority at least of the Town Council (the “Bond”) in a principal amount not to exceed
$1,850,000. The Bond may be subject to call for redemption as determined by the T own
Treasurer and majority of the Town Council.

Section 2. That in anticipation of the receipt of the Bond proceeds for the Project,
pursuant to the Charter of the Town and Section 5772 of Title 30-A of the Maine Revised
Statutes, as amended, and any other applicable authority under the laws of the State of Maine,
the Town of Hampden is hereby authorized to borrow from a lending institution approved by the
Town Treasurer and a majority at least of the Town Council a principal amount not to exceed
One Million Eight Hundred Fifty Thousand Dollars ($1,850,000) and in evidence thereof to
execute and deliver one or more General Obligation Bond Anticipation Notes (the “Note”) of the
Town for a period not to exceed one year and to bear interest at such rate and said note to be
subject to such further terms and conditions as the Town Treasurer and a majority at least of the
Town Council shall approve, and said Note, together with interest thereon, to be a general
obligation of the Town, and intended to be repaid from the Bond, said Note to be executed and
delivered on behalf of the Town by the Town Treasurer and countersigned by a majority at least
of the Town Council, and such Note may be refunded from time to time for a period not to



exceed an aggregate of three years, with proceeds to be used to provide temporary funds to
accomplish the Project.

Section 3. That the Town Treasurer, Mayor or other officers designated by the Town
Council be and each of them hereby is authorized to execute such documents and do all things
necessary or convenient in order to issue the Bond or Note or any part authorized to execute and
deliver such loan applications as may be necessary or appropriate to the Maine Municipal Bond
Bank, or other lender. The Treasurer, Mayor, or other officers designated by the Town Council
are further authorized to execute any and all loan agreements or resolutions required by Maine
Municipal Bond Bank or other lender, in such form as may be required by the lender.

Section 4. That the Town Clerk shall distribute a copy of this ordinance to each Council
member and to the Town Manager, and shall file a reasonable number of copies of this ordinance
in the office of the Town Clerk and shall post a copy of this ordinance together with a Notice of
Public Hearing at the following public places: Municipal Building, Post Office, Dyer Library,
Hampden Transfer Station, McK's Variety, Pizza Gourmet and R & K Variety, as well as such
other places as may be directed by the Town Manager.

Section 5. That a Public Hearing be held at 7:00 p.m. in the Hampden Municipal
Building in Hampden, Maine on August 11, 2008, for the purpose of taking testimony and
comments from the public with respect to the proposed issuance of the Bond, and that notice of
the public hearing be given by the Town Clerk by publishing a summary of this ordinance and a
place where copies of the complete ordinance have been filed and times available for inspection
in the Bangor Daily News on or before July 26, 2008, together with a notice setting forth the
time and place for the public hearing, and for the consideration of the proposed ordinance by the

Town Council at a meeting to be held on August 11, 2008, immediately following the public
hearing.

Section 6. That all actions heretofore taken by the Town Council of the Town of
Hampden relating to the selling of the Town’s General Obligation Bond and Note authorized
hereby be and they hereby are ratified, approved and confirmed.

Section 7. That pursuant to the requirements of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as
amended, the Town designates the Bond and the Note to be “qualified tax exempt obligations” of
the Town; and that the Town shall not issue in 2008 an aggregate total amount of qualified tax
exempt obligations in excess of $10,000,000. Further, the Town does not reasonably expect to
issue qualified tax exempt obligations in an amount in excess of $5,000,000 during 2008.

Section 8. That the Town shall take any and all actions required under the Internal
Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, to maintain the tax exempt status of the interest on the Bond
and Note, and to maintain the status of the Bond and the Note as “qualified tax exempt
obligations” of the Town, and that the Bond and the Note may be subject to such further terms
and conditions as may be agreed to by a majority at least of the Councilors and the Treasurer of
the Town to carry into effect the full intent of this ordinance.



Section 9. That the Town Council is hereby authorized to retain bond counsel for the
Town to advise the Town with respect to the issuance and sale of the Bond and the Note, and to
prepare documents and render opinions as may be necessary or convenient for that purpose.

Section 10. That the Town Council and officials of the Town are hereby authorized to
execute all documents and certificates, and to take all action, including affixing the seal of the
Town, as may be necessary or convenient to carry out the full intent of this ordinance, and to
accomplish the Project and issue the Bond and the Note, including approval and signing of
contracts and other agreements obligating the Town.

Section 11. That pursuant to Section 902 of the Town Charter, this ordinance shall go
into effect only upon approval by the voters of the Town of Hampden. Be it further ordained
that a referendum of the Town of Hampden be held to decide this question on November 4,
2008, on the ballot question pursuant fo the Town Charter and the laws of Maine. The ballot
guestion shall be substantially as follows:

The Legislature passed a law in April authorizing municipal clerks to prohibit
in-person absentee voting the day before the November 4" Election, as long as the
Clerk gives notice of the intent to do so at least 30 days before the Election.
Although the law is authorizing the Clerk to make this decision, | am asking for the
Council's blessing to take this step for the following reasons:

1. The November 2006 Election had a high turnout — both at the polls and with
absentee ballots. We issued 517 absentee ballots and 101 (20%) of those were by
voters who voted in person the day before the Election. For the Presidential Election
In 2004, we issued 850 absentee ballots and 145 (17%) of those were in person
voters the day before that election. | am anticipating that turnout for this November
Election will be one for the record books and that with the convenience and
increased popularity of absentee voting, we will see a huge increase this year.

2. To ensure the integrity of any Election, it is important for the Clerk to have
ample time to prepare for the Election the day before. The poliling place needs fo be
set up and prepared with all required postings, voter lists need fo be printed and
absentee ballot materials need to be processed to be ready to bring to the polls on
Election Day. In November 2004 and November 2006, { was unable to even get to
the polling place before close of business at 5:00 pm because of the large volume of
absentee voters that day. The polls had to be set up after hours and | and my
Election Staff were here very early on Election Day to complete the setup process. |
am expecting to open the polis at 7:00 am this November. Election Day is a very fong
day and fresh minds and bodies will certainly go a long way to ensure that everyone
is at their best and no errors are made.

3. The Legislature has also passed a law allowing Clerks to process absentee
ballots the day before an election if notice is given 30 days prior fo Election Day. ltis
my intention o process absentee ballots the day before the election in order to
alleviate having to do it at the polis on Tuesday.

It is important to note that all other methods of absentee voting (written
requests to take a ballot out either by immediate family member or third party) will still
be available the day before the Election.

Sec. 1. Municipal clerks anthorized to prohibit in-person absentee voting
on the day prior to election day. Resolved: That, notwithstanding the Maine
Revised Statutes, Title 21-A, section 753-B, subsection &, a municipal clerk may prohibit
voting by absentee ballot in the presence of the municipal clerk on November 3, 2008, as
long as the municipal clerk gives notice of the municipality’s intent to do so using the
notice of election under Title 21-A, section 621-A. At least 30 days before election day,
the municipal clerk shall-provide a copy of the notice of election to the Secretary of State
and to the chairs of each political party of the municipality, indicating the municipality’s
intent to prohibit in-person absentee voting on November 3, 2008. The notice to the
political parties is considered sufficient as jong as it is mailed to the last known address of
each municipal chair. The notice to the Secretary of State may be delivered by mail or by
facsimile, but if the notice is not received by the Secretary of State by the 30th day. before
election day, the municipality must allow voting by absentee baliot in the presence of the
municipal clerk on November 3, 2008. All other methods of absentee voting authorized
py statute must continue to be available to voters on November 3, 2008; and be it furthes

Sec. 2. Municipal clerks shall notify of early processing of absentee
ballots at least 30 days prior to election day. Resolved: That, notwithstanding-
the Maine Revised Statutes, Title 21-A, section 760-B, subsection 2, a municipal clerk
must give notice of the municipality's intent to process absentee ballots prior to election
day using the notice of election under Title 21-A, section 621-A, stating each specific
time that the municipal clerk intends to begin processing absentee ballots and the
inspection period provided in Title 21-A, section 760-B, subsection 3, At least 30 days
before election day, the municipal clerk shall notify the Secretary of State and the chairs
of each political party of the muricipality, in writing, that this procedure is to occur. The
notice to the political parties must be considered sufficient as long as it is mailed to the
last known address of each municipal chair. The notice to the Secretary of State may be
delivered by mail or facsimile, but if the notice is not received by the Secretary of State
by the 30th day before election day the municipality may not process absentee bailots
prior to election day. A copy of the notice of election is considered notice in writing
under this section.

We are writing on behalf of Mallinckrodt LLC (*Mallinckrodt™) concerning the ongoing efforts to
evaluate and respond 1o mercury contamination in the Penobscot River and Estuary (the “Penobscot
Siteg™). Mallinckrodt hereby requests that you execute the enclosed tolling and standstill agreement and
return it to us no later than Wednesday, July 23, 2008, The background for this request is as follows,

The Penobscot River and s sediments contain mercury and other hazardous substances.
According to the United States District Court for the District of Maine, mercury in the Penobscot Sites
exists at levels that “may present an imminent and substantial endangerment to public heaith and the
environmenl.” See Maine People’s Alliance v. HoltraChem Manf Co., 211 F. Supp. 24 237, 251 (D. Me.
2002). Pursuant to a court order, since the summer of 2005, Mallinckrodt has been funding an
independent scientific study to determine 1f remediation of mercury contamination in the Penobscot Sites
is necessary and feasible. The ultimate goal of the court-ordered study is to formulate “the precise content
of the appropriate remediation plan.” Id. at 255,

Mailinckrodi 1s seeking a tolling and standstill agreement from vou (along with other companies
and units of local government) based on the following activities that Mallinckrodt believes resulted in
releases of mercury to the Penobscot Sites: historic ownership and operation of a sewage system with no
treatment facility and current discharges of sewer overflow. Because of these releases, Mallinckrodt
believes you are tegally responsible for address the mercury contamination at the Penobscot Sites under
the following laws: Section 107 of the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and
Liability Act (“CERCLA"), Section 7002 of the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (“RCRA™), and
Maine common law.

Although Matlinckrodt believes that you are liable for the study and any required cleanup of the

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2008 TOLLING AND STANDSTIEL AGREEMENT

This 2008 Tolling and Standstill Agreement (*Agreement’™) is made by and
among Mallinckrodt 1.1.C and Hampden, Maine (sometimes collectively referred to herein as the
“Parties” or individually as the “Parly™), whose authorized representatives have executed this
Agreement.

WHEREAS, there is mercury contamination in the Penobscot River and Estuary
and in the sediments of the River and Estuary (“Penobscot River Contamination™).

WHEREAS, Mathnckrodi LLC believes it may have claims against Hampden,
Maine for injunctive relief, allocation, cost recovery, damages or contribution relating to the
Penobscot River Contamination under applicable law, including but not limited to Section 107 of
CERCLA, 42 U.8.C, § 9607, Section 7002 of RCRA, 42 1J.5.C. § 6972, and Maine common
law.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing, the Parties myutually
agree as foilows:

1. During the Effective Period of this Agreement, as defined in Paragraph 3,
below, each Party to this Agreement, on behalf of itself, its successors and assigns, covenants not
to sue any other Party to this Agrocment on any claim or cause of action it may have relating to
or arising in connection with the Penobscot River Contamination (*Claim™). This covenant not
to sue shall remain in effect up to and including the last calendar day of the Effective Period.

2. In consideration of the foregoing, each Party, on behalf of itself and its
successors and assigns, agrees that the Effective Period shall net be mcluded in the calculation of
the time that has elapsed for purposes of determining whether any Party’s Claims against it are
harred by any applicable statute of hmitations, statute of repose, laches, or any other possible bar
or restriction based on timing (collectively “timing restrictions™).

3. The “Effective Pentod”™ shall mean that period of time beginning on July 1,
2008, and continuing to and including the {ifth (5th) calendar day after the day on which any
Party provides notice to the other Party to this Agreement, pursuant 1o Paragraph 4, below, that it
is terminating the Agreement (the day on which notice is provided shall not be included in
calculating the five (5) calendar day period).

4, Each Party has the right to terminate this Agreement at any time. Notice
to terminate this Agreement shall be provided by such means that will ensure its timely receipt,
and will be deemed to have been provided on the date that the other Parties actually receive the
notice. Notice shail be sent to each Party’s representative, as designated on Exhibit A. Each
Party shall have the right to change its representative upon ten (10) days written notice to the
other Parties.

5. This Agreement contains the entire Agreement between the Parties, and
this Agreement may not be enlarged, modified, or altered except in writing signed by the Parties.
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ordered study 1o evaluate the mercury contamination and possible remediation, concenfrating its resources
on the study and leaving disputes over the legal responsibility of other parties until a later time. In
addition, Mallinckrodt does not want litigation to interfere with the progress of the court-ordered study,
which is currently projected to continue through 2010.

While Maflinckrodi does not believe that the order requiring the study commenced the running of
any applicable statute of limitations, Mallinckrodt wants to avoid any argument over such 1ssues.
Accordingly, Mallinckrodt is asking that you promptly cxceute the cnclosed tolling and standstill
agreement. The thrust of the agreement is that (i) each party would agree not to sue the other with respect
to claims involving the Penobscot Sites; and {it) each party would concurrently agree to “toll” any statute
of limitations or other possible bar or restriction based on timing that might apply to such claims.

Such an agreement would do nothing more than preserve the status quo. In this way, efforts to
complete the court-ordered study and design an appropriate remediation plan could continue without
subjecting any party to the cost, distraction, risk and other repercussions of litigation of this type.
Importantly, Mallincirodt emphasizes that it is not seeking any financial or other contribution from any
entity at this time, and nothing in the attached toiling and standstilf agreement would be deemed an
admission of liability or responsibility for the mercury contamination of the Penobscot Sites.

Please let us know as soon as possible, but in no event later than July 18, 2008, if you are prepared
to sign the enclosed toiling and standstill agreement. While Mallinckrodt’s preference is (o focus its
resources on the court-ordered study, and to avoid wasteful litigation, you should understand that if parties
refuse to cooperate and preserve the legal status quo, Mallinckrodt may have no other choice but to bring
suit an its claims. A draft of the complaint that Mallinckrodt would file is also enclosed.
