3.   NEW BUSINESS

A. Dollar General Site Plan Review – Franklin Land Associates requests approval for development of a Dollar General Store, a 9,100 square foot retail establishment to be located at 674 Main Road North on a property identified as Tax Map 20, Lot 34. The proposed location is within the Business District and has been classified as a Permitted Use by Code Enforcement Officer Block.
Overview.  Applicant requests site plan approval for the development of a retail store as depicted on the accompanying application and site map.  In accordance with the town requirements, 45 parking spaces will be provided, two of which will be designed per ADA accessible parking standards.  The proposed driveway will include one entrance and two exit lanes. The site will be served by public water and sewer.  
Prior to construction, whereas the site will disturb more than an acre of land, a Stormwater Permit will be required through the Department of Environmental Protection. A post construction stormwater management application will be submitted to the town pursuant to the Hampden Post-Construction Stormwater Management Ordinance and a Wastewater Disposal Permit will need to be obtained as required by the town’s Sewer Ordinance.

Building.  The proposed building will function as a retail establishment and is suitably located as well as meeting all yard setbacks and building ground coverage standards.  Building, plumbing, and related applications and approvals will be obtained from Code Enforcement prior to construction.
Parking.  Parking provisions including spaces and maneuvering area have been met.  Per Maine Department of Transportation permit requirement, construction of a sidewalk is required.  
Traffic Generation.  A Traffic Assessment has been completed and has identified no negative impacts.
Site Plan Review.  The applicant has provided a site plan that appears to satisfy submittal and review standards.  Note:  The construction phase of the development will require construction plans and permits through Code Enforcement to address such additional codes and regulations including compliance with signs, lighting, setbacks and height limitations.
Recommendation. 
With support of the various review authorities, staff recommends that Board approve this request as it appears to have satisfied the site plan criteria.
