A.  Site Plan:  Charles Johnson – Neally’s Corner Store

Single Family Construction-Mixed Use. – Public Hearing


The application is for the establishment of a single-family residential use over an existing retail 
store, located in the Rural Business District.  The proposed use has been determined to be 
a Conditional Use within the District.


When considering the criteria (Site Plan & Conditional Use Standards), I believe you will find that 
many of the considerations are not applicable to this application.  The location of the proposed 
single-family use is on an existing footprint; within existing setbacks; utilizes existing parking; 
and site access.  The lot is more than in size and frontage to meet the District requirements.  The 
existing well and septic is proposed to be utilized subject to verification of capacity by LPI/CEO.  
There is no additional impact on traffic; pollution; erosion; spawning grounds; environmentally 
sensitive areas; trash disposal; or property devaluation; etc..

Construction and fire code separations, egress, ingress and related specifications will be 
reviewed at the time of construction application through the Code Enforcement Office.


Public Hearing notice as been posted and notification of abutters completed.

Staff recommendation is to approve the application as presented.

B.  Subdivision Ordinance Review:  Amendments: Private Roads

I previously provided the attached amendments to the Subdivision Ordinance which address the 
inclusion of Subdivision criteria in State Statute and updated Subdivision Definition.  The 
proposed amendments were subsequently tabled by the Ordinance Committee after being 
advised there were additional amendments being drafted.  I have included those additional 
amendments which pertain to the creation of Private Road Subdivisions for the Board’s 
consideration.
