Marina Sign




The Community and Economic Development Director updated the 



Committee on his discussion with Dan Higgins of Hamlin Marine with 



regard to shared expenses and design on a sign at the Marina.  Mr.



Higgins suggestion of a digital reader sign that would allow for the town 



and businesses to share messages might be the best solution.




Committee requested that the Community and Economic Development 



Director reach out to Hamlins and McLaughlins to solicit a sign design 



that they would find suitable to their needs.  The Committee felt that the 



cost of the sign should be split 3-ways and that the town’s contribution 



would not exceed $ 2,500 (based on the original cost projections prior to 



the digital signage discussion).  CEDD to reach out to Hamlin’s and 



McLaughlin’s to follow up and report back to the Committee.



In addition, the municipal dock and launch area was discussed with 



Committee members questioning the liability exposure to the town of a 



dock and launch ramp in poor condition.  Committee asked Manager 



Jennings to determine the status of the dock as to whether we are 



required to provide and maintain, as well as the potential costs to repair 



the launch ramp.

Codification




CEDD reports that the Codification material, which is rather lengthy, 



needs to be assembled and submitted to the consultants.  The 




outstanding issue pertains to questions of whether the various “fines” 



associated with the ordinances are adequate as currently adopted.  



Manager Jennings will act upon the “fines” issue at an upcoming Council 



meeting.
