1.  Creates an option for the Code Enforcement Officer to 





make the determination of whether to process the 






application or forward the application to the Planning 





Board for a more formal public hearing and review 






process.





2.  Gives applicants the option of moving the review 





process directly to the Planning Board upon submission if 





preferred.






3.  Eases the restriction from ¾ ton to 1 ton truck weight 





associated with the Home Occupation.
