Site Plan/Conditional Use:  Charles Johnson – Neally’s Corner Store




Single Family Construction – Mixed Use - Public Hearing



Dan Harnden, representing Mr. Johnson, presented his Site Plan Application to 



the Board and explained his intention to construct a single-family dwelling 



above the current building known as Neally’s Corner Store.




Chairperson Weatherbee asked Community Development Director (CDD) for his 



recommendation on the Site Plan Application.  CDD indicated that the 




application was complete and met the applicable requirements noting that the 



septic system will need to be verified that it will accommodate the additional 



dwelling.  This would be part of the construction application process through 



Code Enforcement.  CDD recommended the approval of the Site Plan 




Application.

CDD the application was complete and met the applicable 



requirements.  CDD noted that whereas the construction was proposed to be on 


top of the existing building, there would be no increase in footprint, egress, 



impervious surface, environment, etc., nor other criteria typically addressed in a 


Conditional Use application.  CDD recommended the approval of the 




Conditional Use Application.
