A.  Rawcliffe Orient Avenue Apartments Sketch Plan: Jim Kiser


Mr. Kiser presented the Sketch Plan Application to the Board indicating the intent was 


to construct 2 Buildings, 5 units (2-Unit Apartment/3-Unit Apartment) on Orient 



Avenue.  These units are proposed to be one-bedroom apartments with individual 


driveway entrances and municipal sewer and water utilities.  The parcel is divided by 


two zoning districts.  The Village Commercial II portion contains as existing garage and 


two-unit apartment house.  The portion of the parcel that is proposed to house the 5 


additional units is zoned Residential B.



The question of multiple uses on one parcel was briefly discussed and noted would be 


explored prior to a Final Subdivision Submission.  Additional discussions focused on 


drainage, wetlands and surveys of the parcel.  Mr. Kiser indicated he was already 


exploring those
