The regularly scheduled meeting of the Hampden Town Council was held on Monday,
August 3, 2009. The meeting was held at the municipal building council chambers and was
called to order by Mayor Pro-tem Thomas Brann at 7:00 p.m.

Lawlis, and Janet Hughes; Mayor Matthew Amett and Deputy Mayor
Andre Cushing were excused
Town Manager: Susan Lessard

Alex King
Mayor Pro-tem Brann noted that Councilor Cushing and Mayor Arnett were absent and
asked if there were any motions relative fo their absence. Motion by Councilor Cox,

seconded by Councilor Shakespeare to excuse Councilor Cushing and Mayor Arnett —
unanimous vote in favor.

Treasurer's Warrants were reviewed and signed by the Finance Committee at their

C. POLICY AGENDA
1. PUBLIC HEARINGS
a. FEES ORDINANCE AMENDMENT -~ SEWER FEE INCREASE

Manager Lessard expiained that the proposed fee increase of $1.00 per
100 cubic feet is due to the recent bond for the work currently taking place
on Route 1A and some of the side streets off Main Road North. She
noted that this is the first sewer fee increase since 1998 and it will result in
an increase of approximately $8.00 per month for the average user. The
rate as proposed is $4.28 per 100 cubic feet and will be in effect for the
next billing in September.

Councilor Cox introduced the Mayo Road Reconstruction Ordinance for
public hearing at the next meeting.

b. SHORELAND ZONING LANDOWNER NOTIFICATION
CERTIFICATIONS

Mayor Pro-Tem Brann explained that the Town is required to send written
notification to all landowners whose property will be affected by the zoning
change and the Council must certify that the notices were mailed.
Manager Lessard pointed out that there are two separate cettifications
that need fo be signed as there were two different letters that were sent
(copies attached).

Motion by Councilor Hughes, seconded by Councilor Shakespeare that
the Council accepts the certificates as evidence that the staff has
attempted to satisfy the requirement of the law in terms of notifying people
who will be affected by changes in the shoreland zoning — unanimous
vote in favor. The certifications were circulated for signatures of the
Council.

Alex King of 807 Kennebec Road addressed the Council about the notice
he received regarding property he owns on Ichabod Lane. He said he has
a 20-acre lot and seven acres are being put into either wetland
classification or the 250-foot setback for reserved protection. He has
been clearing a house lot and has put a driveway in and plans to build a
home on the property. He noted that the maps on the Town’s website
don’t depict the property lines and he feels that there are a lot of people
within the town who will never realize that their land will be affected by
this. He has met with the Town Manager and the Town Planner and is
trying to gather as much information as possible. He said he will need to
hire a wetlands person to come out and mark where the wetland is so he
can get the map changed between now and September 9", He feels that
the September 9" public hearing is too soon and doesn’t give people

ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING APPROPRIATION AND BORROWING OF FUNDS TO
FINANCE THE CONSTRUCTION AND/OR RECONSTRUCTION OF MAYO ROAD AND
OTHER RELATED INFRASTRUCTURE IMPROVEMENTS THROUGH ISSUANCE OF
GENERAL OBLIGATION BONDS OR NOTES OF THE TOWN OF HAMPDEN WHICH
MAY BE CALLABLE IN THE PRINCIPAL AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED §2,300,000.

The Town of Hampden hereby ordains as follows:

Section 1. That pursuant to Section 5772 of Title 30-A, Maine Revised Statutes, as
amended, the Charter of the Town and any other applicable authority under Maine law, the Town
of Hampden is hereby authorized to borrow a principal amount not to exceed in the aggregate of
Two Million Three Hundred Thousand Dollars ($2,300,000), said amount to be payable over a
period not to exceed thirty (30) years, at such interest rates and on such further terms and
conditions as may be approved by the Treasurer and a majority of the Town Council, the
proceeds of said loan to be used substantially for the construction and/or reconstruction of Mayo
Road and other related infrastructure improvements. Said loan to be evidenced by the General
Obligation Bond or Bonds of the Town to be executed and delivered on behalf of the Town by
the Town Treasurer and countersigned by a majority at least of the Town Council (the “Bond”™)
in a principal amount not to exceed $2,300,000. The Bond may be subject to call for redemption
as determined by the Town Treasurer and majority of the Town Council.

Section 2. That in anticipation of the receipt of the Bond proceeds for the Project,
pursuant to the Charter of the Town and Section 5772 of Title 30-A of the Maine Revised
Statutes, as amended, and any other applicable authority under the laws of the State of Maine,
the Town of Hampden is hereby authorized to borrow from a lending institution approved by the
Town Treasurer and a majority at least of the Town Council a principal amount not to exceed
Two Million Three Hundred Thousand Dollars ($2,300,000) and in evidence thereof to execute
and deliver one or more General Obligation Bond Anticipation Notes (the “Note™) of the Town
for a period not to exceed one year and to bear interest at such rate and said note to be subject to
such further terms and conditions as the Town Treasurer and a majority at least of the Town
Council shall approve, and said Note, together with interest thereon, to be a general obligation of
the Town, and intended to be repaid from the Bond, said Note to be executed and delivered on
behalf of the Town by the Town Treasurer and countersigned by a majority at least of the Town
Council, and such Note may be refunded from time to time for a period not to exceed an

aggregate of three years, with proceeds to be used to provide temporary funds to accomplish the
Project.

Section 3. That the Town Treasurer, Mayor or other officers designated by the Town
Council be and each of them hereby is authorized to execute such documents and do all things
necessary or convenient in order to issue the Bond or Note or any part authorized to execute and
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deliver such loan applications as may be necessary or appropriate to the Maine Municipal Bond
Bank, or other lender. The Treasurer, Mayor, or other officers designated by the Town Council
are further authorized to execute any and all loan agreements or resolutions required by Maine
Municipal Bond Bank or other lender, in such form as may be required by the lender.

Section 4. That the Town Clerk shall distribute a copy of this ordinance to each Council
member and to the Town Manager, and shall file a reasonable number of copies of this ordinance
in the office of the Town Clerk and shall post a copy of this ordinance together with a Notice of
Public Hearing at the following public places: Municipal Building, Post Office, Dyer Library,
Hampden Transfer Station, McK's Variety, Pizza Gourmet and R & K Variety, as well as such
other places as may be directed by the Town Manager.

Section 5. That a Public Hearing be held at 7:00 p.m. in the Hampden Municipal
Building in Hampden, Maine on August 17, 2009, for the purpose of taking testimony and
comments from the public with respect to the proposed issuance of the Bond, and that notice of
the public hearing be given by the Town Clerk by publishing a summary of this ordinance and a
place where copies of the complete ordinance have been filed and times available for inspection
in the Bangor Daily News on or before August 7, 2009, together with a notice sefting forth the
time and place for the public hearing, and for the consideration of the proposed ordinance by the

Town Council at a meeting to be held on August 17, 2008, immediately following the public
hearing.

Section 6. That all actions heretofore taken by the Town Council of the Town of
Hampden relating to the selling of the Town’s General Obligation Bond and Note authorized
hereby be and they hereby are ratified, approved and confirmed.

Section 7. That pursuant to the requirements of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as
amended, the Town designates the Bond and the Note to be “qualified tax exempt obligations” of
the Town; and that the Town shall not issue in 2009 an aggregate total amount of qualified tax
exempt obligations in excess of $30,000,000. Further, the Town does not reasonably expect to
issue qualified tax exempt obligations in an amount in excess of $5,000,000 during 2009.

Section 8. That the Town shall take any and all actions required under the Internal
Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, to maintain the tax exempt status of the interest on the Bond
and Note, and to maintain the status of the Bond and the Note as “qualified tax exempt
obligations” of the Town, and that the Bond and the Note may be subject to such further terms

and conditions as may be agreed to by a majority at least of the Councilors and the Treasurer of
the Town to carry into effect the full intent of this ordinance.

Section 9. That the Town Council is hereby authorized to retain bond counsel for the
Town to advise the Town with respect to the issuance and sale of the Bond and the Note, and to
prepare documents and render opinions as may be necessary or convenient for that purpose.

Section 10. That the Town Council and officials of the Town are hereby authorized to
execute all documents and certificates, and to take all action, including affixing the seal of the
Town, as may be necessary or convenient to carry out the full infent of this ordinance, and to



accomplish the Project and issue the Bond and the Note, including approval and signing of
contracts and other agreements obligating the Town.

Section 11. That pursuant to Section 902 of the Town Charter, this ordinance shall go
into effect only upon approval by the voters of the Town of Hampden. Be it further ordained
that a referendum of the Town of Hampden be held to decide this question on November 3,

2009, on the ballot question pursuant to the Town Charter and the laws of Maine. The ballot
question shall be substantially as follows:

TOWN OF HAMPDEN
BALLOT QUESTION NO. 1

Ordinance authorizing appropriation and borrowing of funds to finance the construction and/or
reconstruction of Mayo Road and other related infrastructure improvements through issuance of
general obligation bonds or notes of the Town of Hampden which may be callable in the
principal amount not to exceed $2,300,000,

enough time to do research. He said the maps should be right before the
ordinance is adopted.

Councilor Hughes noted that it would be most appropriate for those who
have an issue with the timing of the public hearing to be at the Planning
Board meeting of August 12" when the Board will set a date for public
hearing to consider adoption of the draft ordinance and map.

4. NEW BUSINESS

a. URIP FUNDS ACCEPTANCE — MDOT - 2009-2010

Manager l.essard explained that these funds are received annually for
capital improvements to streets and roads. This year Hampden will
receive $75,671.00 to offset road construction and paving costs.

Motion by Councilor Lawlis, seconded by Councilor Cox to accept the
funds and authorize Manager Lessard to sign on behalf of the Town and
place the funds in the roads reserve account — unanimous vote in favor.

b. SEWER COMMITMENT - 4/1/09 to 6/30/09

Manager Lessard informed the Council that this is the commitment for the
April 1 to June 30, 2009 billing in the amount of $119,844.31.

Motion by Councilor Hughes, seconded by Councilor Cox to approve the
commitment of sewer user rates — unanimous vote in favor.

¢. INFRASTRUCTURE COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATION — CULVERT
MAINTENANCE POLICY

Infrastructure Committee Chair Brann explained that historically, the Town
has followed State policy regarding maintenance of culverts and
driveways. The State has changed its policy (copy attached) and will not
be compensating for certain repairs to driveways brought about by the
natural movement of culverts. It is the recommendation of the
Infrastructure Committee that the Town adopt the new State policy.

Motion by Councilor Cox, seconded by Councilor Hughes to amend the
Town’s current policy to match the existing state policy on driveway and
entrance culvert replacement — unanimous vote in favor.

d. INFRASTRUCTURE COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATION - SALT BID

Infrastructure Committee Chair Brann reported that the commitiee
recommends joining with the State in the purchase of salt from
International Salt for the upcoming year at a price of $68.05 per ton.

Motion by Councilor Hughes, seconded by Councilor Cox to approve
joining with the State and purchase salt from International Salt Company
as presented — unanimous vote in favor.
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Maine Department of Transportation
Driveway/Entrance Culvert Policy

Background:

Tile 23§705 MRSA defines culvert responsibility with respect to driveway/entrance culverts.
With consideration of this law and the various situations and complaints that have occurred around the
state, this document has been prepared to more clearly define the specific responsibilities of Maine’s
taxpayers as a whole (through MaineDOT) and the individual highway abutters.

A culvert is “a covered channel that carries water under a road or railway, or through an
embankment”. In the case of a driveway or entrance culvert, it is the culvert’s ability o effectively move
water from one side of a driveway or entrance to the other side that is critical fo protecting the state’s
infrastructure {the public corridor to which the driveway or entrance connects). To that end, it is in the
state’s interest to ensure that this conveyance of water is maintained.

Policy:

Activities performed by MaineDOT crews with regard to driveway/entrance culverts (in accordance with

Tile 23§705 MRSA and within the right-of-way of a state or state-aid highway) shall include the
following: '

1) When a culvert has become plugged by natural causes, such as the gradual accumulation of
debris or ice, or has failed to the point where water can no longer be effectively conveyed,
MaineDOT is responsible for restoring adequate flow through the culvert.

2) When MaineDOT undertakes a capital or ditching project that requires the replacement or
relocation of driveway/entrance culverts, MaineDOT is responsible for such culvert
replacement/relocation and driveway/entrance restoration.

3) When a natural event causes regional or localized flooding and washouts, causing a culvert to
fail and/or a driveway/entrance to washout, MaineDOT will reinstall or replace the culvert (at
MaineDOT’s option) and reestablish access to the abutting property.

Activities that are the responsibility of the owner/abutter, in accordance with Tile 23§705 MRSA, shall
include the following:

s

1) Culvert replacement not covered above.

2) Driveway repairs of any type (excepting damage caused by natural events as described above
in item 3), This includes such issues as: bumps or depressions that may develop overa
culvert (usually due to seasonal freeze/thaw cycles), erosion of the driveway/entrance side
slopes, and potholes that may develop as the result of a deteriorating pipe prior to
replacement.

3) Restoring flow when the culvert is obstructed, either directly or indirectly, by the actions of
the abutter or their agents (such as intentionally depositing leaves or other debris into a
ditchline).

When an abutter fails to uphold their responsibilities and damage to the highway corridor has occurred or
is imminent, MaineDOT may address the issue and pursue compensation as necessary.

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e. INFRASTRUCTURE COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATION -
COMPOST SCHOOL ATTENDANCE

Infrastructure Committee Chair Brann reported that the committee
recommends authorizing the Town Manager to send a member of the staff
to the State Composting School so that the Town would have a better
understanding of the issues related to composting at the Town level.

Motion by Councilor Hughes, seconded by Councilor Cox to authorize the
Town Manager to send a staff member to composting school — unanimous
vote in favor.

f. INFRASTRUCTURE COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATION - WATER
DISTRICT SEWER HOOK-UP

Infrastructure Committee Chair Brann reported that the committee
discussed the Water District's need for a sewer hookup for its new pump
station on Main Road North adjacent to the Bangor city line. The Sewer
Ordinance requires the Council to approve any hook up to the sewer that
is not a direct connection and this connection would go into the line that
also serves the abutter, Higgins Electric. Itis the committee’s
recommendation that the Council approve this connection.

ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING APPROPRIATION AND BORROWING OF FUNDS TO
FINANCE THE CONSTRUCTION AND/OR RECONSTRUCTION OF MAYO ROAD AND
OTHER RELATED INFRASTRUCTURE IMPROVEMENTS THROUGH ISSUANCE OF
GENERAL OBLIGATION BONDS OR NOTES OF THE TOWN OF HAMPDEN WHICH
MAY BE CALLABLE IN THE PRINCIPAL AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED $2,300,000.

The Town of Hampden hereby ordains as follows:

Section 1. That pursuant to Section 5772 of Title 30-A, Maine Revised Statutes, as
amended, the Charter of the Town and any other applicable authority under Maine law, the Town
of Hampden is hereby authorized to borrow a principal amount not to exceed in the aggregate of
Two Million Three Hundred Thousand Dollars ($2,300,000), said amount to be payable over a
period not to exceed thirty (30) years, at such interest rates and on such further terms and
conditions as may be approved by the Treasurer and a majority of the Town Council, the
proceeds of said loan to be used substantially for the construction and/or reconstruction of Mayo
Road and other related infrastructure improvements. Said loan to be evidenced by the General
Obligation Bond or Bonds of the Town to be executed and delivered on behalf of the Town by
the Town Treasurer and countersigned by a majority at least of the Town Council (the “Bond™)
in a principal amount not to exceed $2,300,000. The Bond may be subject to call for redemption
as determined by the Town Treasurer and majority of the Town Council.

Section 2. That in anticipation of the receipt of the Bond proceeds for the Project,
pursuant to the Charter of the Town and Section 5772 of Title 30-A of the Maine Revised
Statutes, as amended, and any other applicable authority under the laws of the State of Maine,
the Town of Hampden is hereby authorized to borrow from a lending institution approved by the
Town Treasurer and a majority at least of the Town Council a principal amount not to exceed
Two Million Three Hundred Thousand Dollars (§2,300,000) and in evidence thereof to execute
and deliver one or more General Obligation Bond Anticipation Notes (the “Note”) of the Town
for a period not to exceed one year and to bear interest at such rate and said note to be subject to
such further terms and conditions as the Town Treasurer and a majority at least of the Town
Council shall approve, and said Note, together with interest thereon, to be a general obligation of
the Town, and intended to be repaid from the Bond, said Note to be executed and delivered on
behalf of the Town by the Town Treasurer and countersigned by a majority at least of the Town
Council, and such Note may be refunded from time to time for a period not to exceed an

aggregate of three years, with proceeds to be used to provide temporary funds to accomplish the
Project.

Section 3. That the Town Treasurer, Mayor or other officers designated by the Town
Council be and each of them hereby is authorized to execute such documents and do all things
necessary or convenient in order to issue the Bond or Note or any part authorized to execute and

RE: Tax Rate — 2009-2010

The purpose of this memo is to discuss the mil rate proposed for the
2009/2010 fiscal year. As promised during the budget process this year,
the proposed mil rate is the same as last year’s at $15.90 per thousand.

In addition, no changes were made in valuation unless they were the
result of construction activity or property discovered by the assessor
during her review of the community that had not formerly been listed.

The overlay resulting from this mil rate is just a little over $46,000. That
should be sufficient to address and valuation challenges that result in
tax abatements, since the bills will, for the most part, be identical to
last year.

The Finance Committee will be discussing the long —term elderly property
tax rebate proposal at its meeting just prior to the Council meeting on
August 17, 2009. They will provide a proposal to the Council as to
whether or not some version of property tax rebate should be considered
in this fiscal year.
