APRIL 4, 2011
The regularly scheduled meeting of the Hampden Town Council was held on Monday,
April 4, 2011. The meeting was held at the municipal building council chambers and was called

to order by Mayor Hughes at 7:00 p.m.

Former Mayor Matt Arnett; citizens
The first order of business was a special presentation in recognition of former Mayor
Matt Arnett for his many years of service to the Town. Mayor Hughes presented him
with an engraved clock and Manager Lessard read a poem she had written about his

service as Town Councilor and Mayor. Matt made a few remarks and then cake was
enjoyed by all.

Mayor Hughes noted that these applications have been referred to the Planning &
Development Committee, which will be making a recommendation to the Council as to
the composition and procedure for selection of that committee.

A.3.f. BANGOR WATER DISTRICT/TOWN ~ PROPOSED RATE ADJUSTMENT

Mayor Hughes noted that the Bangor Water District has notified us that the rate paid by
the Hampden Water District to the Bangor Water District will be increased by 11%. She
asked if there would be a rate increase request by Hampden Water District. Manager
Lessard said not at this time; this was discussed at the last meeting of the Council and
Water District Trustees and the Water District had indicated that they were trying their
best to hold off on another rate increase until 2012.

Motion by Councilor Brann, seconded by Councilor Shakespeare to accept all items that
had been pulled from the Consent Agenda — unanimous vote in favor.

B. PUBLIC COMMENTS

Darrell Sproul of 321 Papermill Road informed everyone that he has turned in his
nomination papers to run for Council. He said as he circulated his papers he talked to
people about going on the new Comprehensive Planning Committee. He said he has
sent people in to get their application and they have been turned down and told that the
Council has not made up their mind on how they are going to set up this committee. He
said he did not want to mention any names publicly, but he would like to know what is
going on.

Manager Lessard responded that she was at a loss because the applications are
available right in the lobby for anyone who wants to fill one out and turn itin. The
application is also available on the website. She asked Mr. Sproul if he could let her
know later who it was and who they spoke with in the Town Office.

Shelley Blosser of 344 Main Road South asked Mayor Hughes if there is a Code of
Ethics for Town Councilors and does it include returning email? She said she knows
that Mike Levesque has sent emails that have not been returned. She said she had a
question two weeks ago for the Council about what would happen if a Comprehensive
Plan was allowed to lapse and pass the 12-year timeline recommended by the State.
She said she got conflicting responses from the Council and she emailed Councilor
Brann and received no response. She had asked for a copy of the letter that he
mentioned would lead to legal ramifications if the Comp Plan was not revised within
twelve years. Mayor Hughes responded that it used to be that email was an informal
means of communication but today it has become more prevalent and more formal. In
the past the Council hasn’t responded to questions independently; it responds to
questions as a Council and in order to do that issues are discussed during the Council
meetings. She noted that the Code of Ethics is on the agenda this evening and that
Attorney Russell has responded to the question about the Comp Plan in a letter dated
today and he will discuss that during Councilor Comments at the end of the agenda this
evening. Ms. Blosser felt that it would be a matter of professional courtesy to return an
email and said it is an important step in trying to build bridges and mend some of the
trust issues and bad feelings. Mayor Hughes said that now that there is more
correspondence by email, the Council does need to make a decision about where those
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emails go from a Council level because Council members should not be responding
independently without majority Council support.

Jeremy Williams of 1334 Carmel Road North added that we should not go down the road
where residents have to make requests under the Freedom of Information Act. He said
things are complicated enough right now and suggested taking a step back and throw in
some common sense, courtesies and respect and build from that going forward. He said

this doesn't have to be a big formal process and suggested considering a timeline for
responding to email.

Mayor Hughes explained the procedure for the public hearing and then opened
the hearing. No one spoke in favor or opposition and there were no general
questions or comments. The hearing was closed.

Motion by Councilor Shakespeare, seconded by Councilor Brann to renew the
victualer’s license for Coffee Break Café — unanimous vote in favor.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

TOWN COUNCIL RULES & CODE OF ETHICS

Mayor Hughes requested that this item be placed on the agenda because she
thought it was a good time to review and update the Town Council Rules in order
to ensure consistency. She asked the Council for comments only at this time
and then at a later meeting, the Council as a whole will address those specific
comments and concerns. There was considerable discussion about the Rules,
particularly Rules #8, #9 and #10. It was suggested that a definitions section be
added, which would include reasons for a Councilor to abstain from voting.

Rule #11 needs to be amended to reflect the restructuring of Council Committees
that took place in 2009.

It was also suggested that sections be added to address the following issues:

o Under what conditions would a Councilor be granted an excused absence
e Requirements for a quorum for Council Committee meetings

 Identify when items must be or should be forwarded to the Planning
Board
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e New Councilor training/mentoring

e Council's use of email, use of public assets, and policies for
communications and correspondence

Motion by Councilor Shakespeare, seconded by Councilor Lawlis to postpone
discussion of the Code of Ethics until the next meeting — unanimous vote in
favor.

4. NEW BUSINESS
a. 2011 ALEWIFE FISHING RIGHTS

Manager Lessard explained that in order for the Town to retain the ability to
manage the alewife fishery on the Souadabscook Stream, it is necessary to
preserve the rights and adopt a fishing plan prior to April 20th. The Department
of Marine Resources’ has a Model Alewife Ordinance which the Town has
traditionally adopted as its fishing plan.

Foliowing discussion about whether this should be approved as an ordinance,
which would require notice and public hearing, Attorney Russell advised omitting
the word ordinance and to call it the Model Alewife Regulations. Councilor Lawlis
moved and Councilor Brann seconded to preserve alewife fishing rights and
continue the alewife fishing plan according to the 2011 Model Alewife regulations
- vote on the motion was 4-1 (Hornbrook); motion carried.

D. COMMITTEE REPORTS

Infrastructure — Councilor Shakespeare reported that the committee did not meet last
month.

Services — Councilor Lawlis reported that the next meeting will be at 6:00 pm on
Monday, April 11"

Communications — Councilor Hornbrook reported that the next meeting is scheduled
form April 21%, but one member is unavailable so it may need to be rescheduled.

Planning & Development — Councilor Brann reported that the next meeting is at 6:00 on
Wednesday, April 6™,

Finance — Manager Lessard reported that the Committee met earlier and reviewed the
Treasurer's warrants and heard a presentation from Josh Faulkingham regarding the

alewife fishery. There was a request for the Town’s auditor to do a presentation to the
Finance Committee on the 2010 audit, which is tentatively scheduled for May 2"

Government on the Go — The first edition of Government on the Go was sent out
on 3/31/11 to the 147 email addresses that have been entered into our email sign
up on the website. | am in hopes that the article about it in the soon-to-be-
released newsletter will get more people to sign up.

Newsletter — The newsletter should be available online this week and hopefully in
mailboxes by Saturday the 9",

Tax Due Date — Tax due date prior to the start of interest is Wednesday, April 6.
Even though the monster snow storm of this past Friday tried to obliterate the
sign — it is once again visible.

Special Election — A reminder that nomination papers are available for the
special election to be held on June 14™ to replace the Council seat left vacant by
the resignation of Matt Arnett. Papers may be obtained from the Town Clerk and
require not less than 25 or more than 35 signatures of Hampden registered
voters to qualify. The deadline for submitting nomination papers is Thursday,
April 14™. Thus far there are three candidates who have taken out and returned
papers — Bernard Philbrick, Darrel Sproul, and George Miller.
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There was discussion about whether there would be a quorum for the next regular
meeting which is scheduled for Tuesday, April 19" due to the Patriot’s Day Holiday.
Because there wouldn’t be a quorum on that date, Councilor Brann moved and
Councilor Lawlis seconded to reschedule the next Council meeting from April 19" to
April 11" at 7:00 pm. — unanimous vote in favor.

F. COUNCILOR’S COMMENTS

Attorney Russell discussed his legal opinion regarding the expiration of the State

Planning Office’s certificate of consistency on the 2001 Comprehensive Plan. A copy of
his written opinion is attached.

Councilor Lawlis commented that the Tree Board and Town Forester are concerned with
managing the trees on public land and the only time they get involved with issues of
private property are' when there is a hazard to public health. She said there is an
intention for the Tree Board to provide input to landscaping requirements in future zoning
ordinances. They have an advisory role and if there is some concern about what powers
the Tree Board might have in the future, people should consider applying to be part of
the Tree Board as it is not operating now because there are not enough members.

Councilor Hornbrook thanked the residents who came out tonight and said she

appreciated the Councilors’ discussion this evening. She feels this is the start of a good
discussion.

Mayor Hughes informed everyone that the Hampden Business Association will meet
fomorrow at noon at Anglers Restaurant.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 10:05 p.m.

MEMORANDUM

Re: Comprehensive Plan Issue

As you know, it is my opinion that the so-called 2001 Comprehensive Plan is currently in
effect. According to the March 10, 2011 letter from Phil Carey of the Maine State Planning
Office to Dean Bennett, the determination by the State Planning Office that the 2001
Comprehensive Plan was consistent with the procedures, goals and guidelines established in
Title 30-A MLR.S., Chapter 187, Subchapter 2 (Growth Management Act) will be valid through
December 31, 2012. At the Town Council meeting on March 21%, a citizen asked what the

consequences would be if the Town kept the 2001 Plan, and did not pursue adoption of a new
Comprehensive Plan.

Although Title 30-A M.R.S. §4326(1) provides that a comprehensive plan must include
an inventory and analysis section addressing state goals under the Act, and that the analysis must
include ““10-year projections of local and regional growthi i population and residential,
commercial and industrial activity; the projected need for public facilities; and the vulnerability
of and potential impacts on natural resources,” the Act does provide an express time limit on the
duration or validity of a comprehensive plan.

Title 30-A M.R.S. §4347-A(3-A) contains the provisions dealing with the State Planning
Office’s review of a comprehensive plan, and its determination as to whether the comprehensive
plan is consistent with the procedures, goals and guidelines of the Act. By Public Laws of 2007,

c. 247, § 5, the Legislature amended Subsection 3-A to add the following paragraph at the end of
Subsection 3-A.

A finding by the office pursuant to paragraph D that a comprehensive plan is
consistent with the procedures, goals and guidelines established in this subchapter
is valid for 12 years from the date of its issuance. A finding by the office issued



pursuant to this subchapter prior to December 31, 2000 that a comprehensive plan
is consistent with the procedures, goals and guidelines established in this
subchapter is valid until December 31, 2012. For purposes of section 4314,
subsection 3 and section 4352, subsection 2, expiration of a finding of consistency
pursuant to this subsection does not itself make a comprehensive plan inconsistent
with the procedures, goals and guidelines established in this subchapter.

As you can see, the last sentence of this paragraph provides that for the purposes of
§4314(3) [which provides that after January 1, 2003, 2 municipality’s zoning ordinance must be
consistent with a comprehensive plan adopted in accordance with the procedures, goals and
guidelines of the Act] and §4352(2) [which provides that a zoning ordinance must be pursuant to
and consistent with a comprehensive plan], the expiration of a finding of consistency by the State
Planning Office “does not itself make a comprehensive plan inconsistent with the procedures,
goals and guidelines” established by the Act. Therefore, the expiration of the State Planning

Office’s finding of consistency as of January 1, 2013 for the 2001 Comprehensive Plan does not
automatically make that Plan invalid.

In Mr. Carey’s letter, he stated that once the consistency finding for the 2001 Plan expires
as of January 1, 2013, “the legal advantages associated with its State Planning Office’s
consistency finding will be gone...” T discussed this matter with Mr. Carey this moming, and he
indicated that the “legal advantages™ he was referring to included using the consistency finding
as part of a defense to any challenge to the 2001 Comprehensive Plan subsequent to December
31, 2012, as well as losing the preferences afforded to a municipality under Title 30-A ML.R.S.

§ 4349-A that has a certified comprehensive plan.

In conclusion, it is my opinion that the 2001 Comprehensive Plan does not automatically
become invalid upon the expiration of the State Planning Office’s certificate of consistency on
December 31, 2012, and that therefore the existing Zoning Ordinance of the Town of Hampden
does not become invalid because it is not pursuant to and consistent with a comprehensive plan.
Although the Town would not have the advantage of using the certificate of consistency as a
defense in a legal challenge to its comprehensive plan, the plan would still benefit from a
presumption of validity, and the challenger would have the burden to prove that the 2001
Comprehensive Plan is not consistent with the procedures, goals and guidelines of the Act.

The 2012 Comprehensive Plan Deadline
Q: I have been told that my comprehensive plan will expire in 2012. Why?
A: A cbmprebensive plan generally sets out recommendations for ten years into the future. Beyond

that périod, not just the recommendations but community attitudes and concerns may shift and condition
and trends analysis loose relevancy. The original Growth Management Act provided no “expiration date,”
but the legislature amended it in 2008 to say that the State Planning Office finding that a comprehensive
plan is “consistent with the law” will expire after 12 years. For plans adopted prior to 2001, the grace
period was extended to December 31, 2012. :

Q: Will our plan become invalid if it is no longer consistent?

A: The way the law is written, it is not the plan itself that expires; itis the finding by the State
Planning Office that the plan is consistent with the law. A consistency finding which has expired (“expired
finding”) does not invalidate a locally adopted plan, nor any of the recommendations that the plan carries.

Q: Why should we care if the state no longer finds the plan consistent?

A: The SPO finding of consistency triggers a number of state actions and benefits. Since passage of the
Growth Management Act, various state agencies have tied their growth-related programs to it. The most
well-known is the CDBG program, which will not award grant funding for growﬂ1~related capital
investments to a town without a consistent plan. Other grant programs award point priorities to towns
with consistent plans. Some state agencies, such as the MaineDOT, give priority in funding their own
projects to towns with consistent plans. ' o '

Q: What about our zoning ordinance? 1 understand a zoning ordinance must be based on a consistent
plan.
A: The law says that zoning ordinances (as defined), impact fees and rate-of-growth ordinances

(building permit caps) must conform to a plan which meets the requirements of the Growth Management
Act (Refer to 30A M.R.S.A. §4314 (3)). An expired finding does not invalidate these ordinances. It does,

however, provide an opening for a party affected by the ordinance to challenge it in court. Consultation
with legal counsel is recommended. '

Q: Can't the SPO just “re-affirm” our old plan?

A: No. Should a community choose to submit a plan to the SPO, it would have to be reviewed for
completeness with the current standards. Among other things, data has to be refreshed, conclusions based
on that data re-examined, and implementation strategies bought up to date. SPO makes updated data for
plans available to communities to insure the use of current data available from State agencies. If the plan
meets the threshold of the review standards it is accepted for consistency review. Until a plan is reviewed
for consistency, its status would remain “unknown” in SPO records.

Q: What about plans that have been fixed after a SPO finding of inconsistency? Can these still be
found consistent?

A: There is some latitude depending on the nature of what's ‘fixed’ to respond to a finding of
inconsistency on a plan prepared under the old rule (Chapter 202). Issues identified in a finding or
inconsistency must be addressed within two years of the date of the finding. After that period of time, the
plan must be resubmitted to SPO under the new rule.

The Public Safety Department applies for grants from the Maine Municipal
Association, Maine Fire Training, FEMA and the State Forestry Service. According to the
personnel in Fire and Police who prepare those applications, none of the applications for

those grants includes questions regarding whether or not the Town has a Comprehensive
Plan.

Community Development grant applications, and the Communities for Maine's Future
Bond Program, through the State do have a requirement that applicants must submit
"certification that the applicant's Comprehensive Plan is determined by the Executive
Department, State Planning Office to be consistent with 30-A MRSAss4326 subsections 1
to 4 and it has been adopted by the municipality. The Town has not applied for, nor
received, any grants from these agencies in the past four years.

Project Canopy Grant - The Town received a grant for the trees/plantings adjacent to the
Lura Hoit Pool in 2009. There was a requirement that an applicant attend a pre-application
meeting but to the best of my knowledge there was no grant requirement that a
Comprehensive Plan be adopted or in place.

Boiler Replacement Grant - Efficiency Maine - The Town applied for and received a grant to
replace the old, inefficient boiler at the Town Office with more efficient new ones in 2010.
There was not a criteria for application or receipt of the grant that the Town have a
Comprehensive Plan.

Trails Grant - Town/RSU #22 - This grant application is still in progress for the location of
walking trails on land owned by the Town and the school in the four mile square. Itis an
application that most likely will be filed through the Maine Trails Funding Program. | have
asked Kurt Mathies the Rec Director to check and see if there is a Comp Plan requirement
for this grant. | will forward that information as soon as he reports back to me.

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Penobscot Valley Greenprint was an effort led by the City of Bangor to identify open space in
communities on a regional basis. The Town of Hampden was a participant in this effort. Gretchen
Heldmann from the Town Staff served on the Technical Advisory Committee and residents Gayle
Zydlewski and Nancy Chaiyabhat attended some meetings. The Town Council paid a one-time local
assessment in the 2009 fiscal year of $3,163. as its share of the assessment to the thirteen towns
that participated. No other funds were paid to this organization. In actuality — the check was written to
the Penobscot Valley Council of Governments which was the entity that staffed this work. The
website for the mapping, etc. that resulted is located at the following web address:

Re:  Legal Status of Town of Hampden 2001 Comprehensive Plan
Dear Ms. Lessard:

This office represents the Hampden Association of Landowners (HALO), a newly formed
association promoting and protecting the interests of Hampden property owners. HALO is very
concerned with the status of Hampden’s comprehensive planning process, the failure properly to
approve the 2010 Comprehensive Plan and the plan’s subsequent review.

After research, there is also considerable doubt as to whether the town properly approved
the existing 2001 Comprehensive Plan. As I'm sure you’ll agree, there are potentially serious
legal ramifications in the absence of proper approval. '

The baseline requirement for approval of any comprehensive plan may be found in
section 604 of the Hampden charter, which states unequivocally that the Town Council “shall
approve no changes in the comprehensive plan without the recommendation of the Planning
Board.” According to the charter’s revision history, this provision was in effect in December
- 2001, when the 2001 plan was ostensibly approved by the Town Council.

A detailed review of the 2000-2001 Town Council and Planning Board meeting minutes
reveals no Planning Board approval or recommendation for approval prior to the Town Council’s
December 17" vote approving the 2001 Plan. It is difficult to see how there could be such a
recommendation. The Town Council minutes indicate that there were ongoing changes to the
. 2001 Plan as late as October-November of 2001 and that the council felt obliged to hold another
public meeting on December 3, 2001. At the December 3™ meeting, the council attempted to
approve the plan but was prevented from doing so by the town’s attorney, who indicated that the
amended plan should be put out for public reading and comment and only approved after full
review by the council. :

The council’s formal approval vote took place on December 17, 2001, without
recommendation by the Planning Board as required by the charter. While in previous
correspondence with HALO members you indicated that the Planning Board and 2001 Comp
Planning Committee were one and the same, a close inspection of town records shows this not to
be the case. There were indeed two entities but only Planning Board recommendation is required
by the town charter.

Needless to say, Hampden landowners have operated (some would say, suffered) under
the ordinances enacted pursuant to the 2001 Plan and there is good reason to believe both the
ordinances and the 2001 Comprehensive Plan are void. It is also reasonable to assume that the
town has significant exposure to Hampden landowners who in reliance on an invalid plan and
ordinances (a) were denied the full use of their property or (b) expended large sums for planning
and approvals that they didn’t need.

Our membership as well as Hampden residents generally are greatly concerned about
these matters and the Town Council’s apparent determination to push forward with
implementation of the yet-unapproved 2010 Comprehensive Plan. Irefer, of course, to the
council’s action during the March 1, 2011, special meeting during which the council excluded
the BEAR program from the 2010 plan. This action was of dubious legality and merely confirms
the suspicion abroad that there is an agenda at work. HALO urges the council to observe a
moratorium of BEAR while all these matters are sorted out.

After these initial issues are resolved, HALO would like to work with the town on
appropriate land use policy. The entire matter of comprehensive planning and the status of the
2010 Plan is deeply controversial at best. Hopefully, HALO can assist the town in formulating
land use policy that permits-owners to realize the economic potential of their property while
preserving the town’s unique character. Such policy planning is uniquely a local matter and
should be entirely in the hands of people who live in the town. In fact, such local control of land
use should be the foundation of the town’s policy.

We look forward to the town’s response regarding these issues.

Code of Ethics

Section 1. Statement of Purpose. The purpose of this Ordinance is to establish ethical
standards of conduct for town officials by setting forth those acts or actions that are incompatible
with the best interests of the Town of Hampden, and by requiring disclosure of certain interests
of town officials in matters affecting the Town.

Section 2.  Definitions. As used in this Ordinance, the following terms shall have the meanings -
indicated:

Confidential Information: any information, oral or written, which comes to the
attention of, or is available to, a town official only because of his or her position
with the town and which is not a matter of public record. Information received or
discussed during an executive session called pursuantto 1 M.R.S.A. § 405 et seq.
shall be considered confidential information, and shall not be disclosed to any third

. . party unless permitted by affirmative vote of the body which held the executive
session.

Financial Interest: a direct or indirect interest having monetary or pecuniary value,
including but not limited to the ownership of shares of stock.

Immediate Family: Spouse, parents and children.

Special Interest: ‘a direct or indirect interest having a peculiar benefit to an .
individual or an identifiable group, whether economic or otherwise, which benefit _
would accrue to such individual or group as a result of the passage or denial of any -
order, ordinance or resolution or the approval or disapproval of any application by
the Town Council or any committee, board or commission of the Town, and which
interest is not shared by the general public.

Town Official: an employee of the Town, or a member of the Town Council or any
_ committee, board or commission of the Town. ' R

Section 3.  Conflicts of Interest.

A. Deliberation and vote prohibited. No town councilor, committee member,
board member or commission member shall, in such capacity with the Town, participate
in the deliberation or vote, or otherwise take part in the decisionmaking process, on any
agenda item before the body of which he or she is a member if he or she, or a member of

his or her immediate family, has a financial or special interest, other than an interest held
by the public generally.




B. Disclosure of conflict. Any town councilor, committee member, board member
or commission member who believes he or she, or a member of his or her immediate

family, has a financial or special interest, other than an interest held by the public

generally, in any agenda item before the body on which he or she serves shall disclose the

nature and extent of such interest, and the town clerk or his or her designee shall make a
record of such disclosure: Such disclosure shall be made no later than the date of the first
meeting of the Town Council, committee, board or commission at which the agenda item
concerned is to be taken up for consideration, recommendation, discussion or vote and at
which the town councilor, committee member, board member or commission member is
present. Additionally, any town councilor, committee member, board member or
commission member who believes that any fellow town councilor, committee member,
board member or commission member, or a member of such fellow town councilor’s,
committee member’s, board member’s or commission member’s immediate family, has
a financial or special interest, other than an interest held by the public generally, in any
agenda item before his or her collective body shall disclose the pature and extent of such
interest, and the town clerk or his or her-designee shall make a record of such disclosure.

C. Determination of conflict. Once the issue of conflict has been raised relative to
an individual town councilor, committee mermber, board member or commission mermber
and disclosure has been made as provided above, such individual’s fellow town
councilors, committee members; board members or commission members shall review
the facts as disclosed to them and shall vote on whether or not such individual has a
financial or special interest-with respect to the agenda item concerned. All conflict of
interest questions relating to a particular agenda item shall be resolved prior to any
consideration of the item concerned, and each town councilor, committee member, board
memiber or commission mefnberpresent shall be entitled to vote on all conflict of interest
questions except those questions pertaining to that individual councilor’s, committee
member’s, board member’s or commission member’s alleged conflict of interest.

Upon a vote of two-thirds (2/3) of the members of the Town Council present and voting,
the matter subject to the request shall be referred to the Board for an advisory opinion.

E. Upon referral, the Board shall provide notice of and conduct a hearing on the
matter or question referred to it. Upon conclusion of the hearing, the Board shall conduct
its deliberations on the matter or question referred to it, and shall issue written advisory
opinion on the same. The opinion shall be filed with the town clerk, or his or her

Our office is pleased to represent Dennis Beverage Company, operating under the name Dennis
Paper & Food Services, in this request to establish a tax increment financing district (“TIF”).

Background Information about Dennis Paper & Food Services

Dennis Paper & Food Services, established in 1908, has been serving Central and Eastern Maine
with pride for generations. Five Russian immigrant brothers originally founded the company as a
bottling service known as Washington County Bottling Works. Deliveries were made by horse-
drawn wagon, limiting the territory covered to the Cherryfield area. Eventually, Max Dennis
bought his brothers’ shares of the business and moved the company into Ellsworth in the early
1920’s. Though troubling times were ahead, Max Dennis was able to keep the business running
during the depression and World War II, with the help of his wife and son. When his son,
Lawrence Dennis, took over operations in 1945, productions had increased dramatically. The
company had developed its own brand of soft drink known as University Club Soda, and was
now bottling and distributing national brands such as Hires Root Beer and Nesbitt’s Orange. In
1949, the company incorporated and came to be known as the Dennis Bottling Company.

In the 1950’s Dennis Bottling Company began distributing malt beverages. This development
was so well received by the community that a warehouse was opened in Brewer to accommodate
distribution and in 1968 the company’s headquarters were moved to Veazie. Distribution then
became the main focus of the company, resulting in a change of name to Dennis Beverage
Company. Soon after the move to Veazie, Dennis Beverage Company expanded its operations
once again, this time to include paper and plastic disposable products and janitorial supplies. In
an effort to best reflect the nature of the business, the name changed to Dennis Paper Company.
The company continued to grow, thanks in large part to the dedication and hard work of
Lawrence’s wife Lee, his sister Bertha and the children of Lawrence and Lee: Hayden, Ron,

Mark and Michele Dennis. After close to 40 years in the Veazie area, the Dennis Paper & Food
Service Company moved to Thatcher Street in Bangor in 2002. Due to their very rapid growth
between 2002 and 2003, the company soon outgrew the Thatcher St. location.

In December of 2005, Dennis Paper & Food Services moved to a 55,000 square foot facility at
101 Mecaw Road, Hampden. The company now distributes over 9,000 brand name products
throughout the region, and currently employs 103 people. And the company continues to grow.

Need for TIF

Dennis Paper & Food Services has already outgrown the Mecaw Road facility. The company
has two options: either expand the existing facility or relocate. While the company likes its
current location and the Hampden environment, the ultimate decision must be based on
economics. Consequently, Dennis Paper & Food Services is exploring both possibilities.

If expanding the current facility is economically feasible, the company would purchase the
building and construct an addition to provide for an additional 17,000 square feet of frozen/dry
storage space. Improvements to the existing facility would also be made- specifically, repairing
the roof and adding employee parking. Finally, Dennis Paper & Food Services would purchase
lots 3 and 4 of the subdivision to allow for further future expansion.

Undertaking this project will entail a $3.5 million investment by Dennis Paper & Food Services:
$1 million to purchase the building, $2 million to expand the building, $250,000 to improve the
existing building, and $250,000 to purchase the two additional lots. This investment would
ensure a long-term home for Dennis Paper & Food Service in the Town of Hampden.
Establishing the proposed TIF would ensure that Dennis Paper & Food Service remains a
Hampden business for an extended period of time.

Providing a TIF benefits both Dennis Paper & Food Services and the Town of Hampden. Not
only would the TTF keep the facility occupied and on the Town’s tax roll, it would preserve 103
jobs in Hampden, increase the tax rolls, create new jobs, and enable the company to further
expand in the future. Once the facility has been expanded, it is likely that the company will add
ten to fifteen new jobs over the following two years. Furthermore, there are significant indirect
economic benefits to other business in the area from maintaining such a workforce and from the
business’s general needs, not to mention from thé construction project itself.

Proposal

A project of this magnitude requires front-loaded financial assistance, which a TIF could

provide. Specifically, we propose a TIF with a 10-year duration and a graduated front-loaded tax
increment revenue sharing formula.

Currently, Dennis Paper & Food Services pays approximately $21,895 in annual real estate
taxes. According to the Hampden Assessor, a total investment of $2.25 million will generate a
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tax increment of approximately $35,775. (This would make the total tax after investment
approximately $57,670.) We propose a TIF of 77% for the first five-year period, which would
be reduced to 50% for the second five-year period, more specifically described as follows. The
purpose of the 50% TIF for ten years would be to off-set project costs of the expansion as
allowed by 30-A M.R.S.A. § 5225. This would assist Dennis Paper & Food Services in making
debt service payments on the $2 million expansion to the building. The additional 25% for the
first five-year period would assist Dennis Paper & Food Service with the costs of the $250,000
improvements to the existing building. Finally, the last 2% for the first five-year period is
designed to cover Dennis Paper & Food Service’s legal fees for establishing the TIF. No TIF
proceeds are allocated to the purchase of the building or two lots, and the total value of the TIF

over the ten year period is less than 10% of Dennis Paper & Food Service’s costs for improving
and expanding the building.

As discussed above, the economic benefit to the Town are long-term business retention
(including the indirect economic benefits to the area), increased employment opportunities, and

increased real estate taxes. In short, this proposal provides significant benefits to everyone.

The purpose of this memo is to transmit the draft budget for the 2011/2012
fiscal year. We are challenged this year on a number of fronts including dramatic
fuel price increases, a water rate increase that takes full effect in this budget
year, increases in the County Tax and increases in the School Budget.

As presented, the gross budget has a 1.3% increase, which translates to
$178,901.12. Of that increase, $38,782.12 is due to the SAD #22 increase,
$28,928 is the County Tax increase, and $42, 954 is due to the full impact of the
Water Rate increase passed last year by the Hampden Water District

At the present time, it appears that the Town should have approximately
$7,500,000 in new valuation to act as an offset to the increases. At the present
mil rate of $15.90, $7,500,000 of valuation will generate an additional $119,250.
in tax revenue. That leaves an amount of $59,651.12. If the council were to
raise that amount, it would require the mil rate to go up approximately one cent.

In an effort to minimize budget impacts, this budget does the following:

0 Reduces Reserve amounts necessary by budgeting for 5 year
lease purchases on Public Works vehicles.

0 Reduces Administration salaries due to the retirement of the
Finance/HR position and replacement with a lower wage rate as
well as no raise proposed for the Manager salary for 2011-2012

0 Reduced Public Safety reserve accounts for fire truck reserve and
ambulance reserve by dedicating funds left at the end of this fiscal
year to be transferred to the reserve account rather than budgeting
and raising more funds for that purpose. This includes $25,000 for
the Fire Truck reserve and $15,000 for Ambulance reserve.

0 Caps the amount set aside for new voting machines at $24,000 -
which was raised over the past four years. The Election budget has
been reduced by the $6,000 per year that was funding that reserve.

Increases in the budget are driven in some areas by the following:

0 Workers’ Compensation is up significantly due to two serious
injuries from last year. One was a bee sting that resulted in
anaphylactic shock and an intensive care stay, and the other a
serious leg injury that resulted from a small cut on a knee that
turned into a major infection.

0 Admin legal fee budget is up to accommodate the increased use of
the Town Attorney to review documents for legal opinions.
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Communications includes the additional monthly cost of adding
video streaming of meetings so that non-cable subscribers can
view meetings from their computers.

Employees in some departments have had life/ffamily changes in
the past year that have changed their health insurance plan from
single to family. Although employees pay a portion of the cost of
family health insurance, it results in an increase in the line items of
several budgets including Public Works, Police, and the Fire
Department.

The final year of the contract with Police and Fire defines the raise
to be given as 3%. That percentage has been applied across the
board to all employees, with the exception of the Town Manager
and the Public Safety Director (at his request).

Other positives for this budget include the following:

0

Reduced Public Works Equipment Reserve budgets by utilizing 5
year lease purchases on the large plow truck and the loader
instead of full payment in one year.

The combination of the new boilers at the municipal building and
the change in hours of operation have resulted in the savings of
nearly 3000 gallons of fuel from 7/1/10 — 5/1/11 over the
comparable prior period. At the budgeted cost of $3.60 per gallon —
that translates to a savings of $10,800.

The Transfer Station construction and demolition debris budget
continues to come down based on actual usage of the station. The
budget for 2012 for the Transfer Station is over $100,000 less than
the budget for 2008.

The Building and Grounds budget is reduced by $8,500 because no
equipment is due for purchase this year

Debt service is reduced by $66,033 this year due to the payoff of
the business park and the land which occurs in September of 2011.
The Town picks up the Mayo Road bond but it was less of a
payment than the business park so there is a net reduction.

TIF reimbursements go down this year since the current year is the
last year of the TIF for the grocery store.

A portable sound system for the Community Room can be
purchased from existing reserves set aside for the Municipal
Building without adding it to the operating budget.

Other factors:

0

The budget includes requests from Outside Agencies totaling
$21,193. Representatives from these organizations will attend the



5/17 budget workshop to address the Council in that regard. These
and other entities routinely make requests of Communities all over
the State for funding. The Council has the authority to include or
exclude any or all of them in the final budget.

0 Economic Development requested a higher compensation increase
than the 3% across the board raise for all employees due to work
responsibilities, the possibility of some restructuring in the planning
and development area, and to the fact that of all our employees, his
salary is the most out-of-sync with salaries of employees in similar
positions in other comparable communities. | have not included that
request in the draft budget. However, the Council has a reserve
account (wage/salary study) that could accommodate an increase
during the year at such time that an evaluation of the best structure
for planning and development has taken place.

(4) Any person bringing charges, complaints or allegations of misconduct against the individual
under discussion must be permitted to be present.

C. Shall serve as a resource to support the establishment and maintenance of a central publicly
accessible website that provides the text of the freedom of access laws and provides specific guidance
on how a member of the public can use the law to be a better informed and active participant in open
government. The website must include the contact information for agencies, as well as whom to contact
with complaints and concerns. The website must also include, or contain a link to, a list of statutory
exceptions to the public records laws; [2005, c. 2, §1 (COR).]

D. Shall serve as a resource to support training and education about the freedom of access laws.
Although each agency is responsible for training for the specific records and meetings pertaining to

that agency's mission, the advisory committee shall provide core resources for the training, share best
practices experiences and support the establishment and maintenance of online training as well as written
question-and-answer summaries about specific topics. The advisory committee shall recommend a
process for collecting the training completion records required under section 412, subsection 3 and for
making that information publicly available; [2007, c.

E. Shall serve as a resource for the review committee under subchapter 1-A in examining public records
exceptions in both existing laws and in proposed legislation; [2005, c.

principles. The joint standing committee of the Legislature having jurisdiction over judiciary matters
may report out legislation based on the advisory committee's recommendations; [2005, c.

H. Shall serve as an adviser to the Legislature when legislation affecting public access is considered;

Such a certification must be made in the manner prescribed
by the Legislative Council. All contributions are subject to approval by the Legislative Council. All fands
accepted must be forwarded to the Executive Director of the Legislative Council along with an accounting
record that includes the amount of funds, the date the funds were received, from whom the funds were
received and the purpose of and any limitation on the use of those funds. The Executive Director of the
Legislative Council shall administer any funds received by the advisory committee.

1. Definitions. As used in this section, the term "publications" includes periodicals; newsletters;
bulletins; pamphlets; leaflets; directories; bibliographies; statistical reports; brochures; plan drafts; planning
documents; reports; special reports; committee and commission minutes; informational handouts; and rules
and compilations of rules, regardless of number of pages, number of copies ordered, physical size, publication
medium or intended audience inside or outside the agency.

2. Production and distribution. The publications of all agencies, the University of Maine System and
the Maine Maritime Academy may be printed, bound and distributed, subject to Title 5, sections 43 to 46. The
State Purchasing Agent may determine the style in which publications may be printed and bound, with the
approval of the Governor.

3. Annual or biennial reports. Immediately upon receipt of any annual or biennial report that is not
included in the Maine State Government Annual Report provided for in Title 5, sections 43 to 46, the State
Purchasing Agent shall deliver at least 55 copies of that annual or biennial report to the State Librarian for
exchange and library use. The State Purchasing Agent shall deliver the balance of the number of each such
report to the agency that prepared the report.

A. Designed to provide the public with current information and is subject to frequent additions and
deletions, such as current lists of certified professionals, daily updates of weather conditions or fire
hazards; or [1897, c.

1 §504. SOURCE OF AUTHORITY TO BE SHOWN

All publications printed or pubhshed by the State as a requirement of law shall set forth the authority for
the same at an appropriate place on each copy printed or published. Publications printed or published by the
State which are not required by law shall set forth the source of funds by which the publication is printed or
published at an appropriate place on each copy. This section shall not apply to publications paid for out of the
legislative appropriation.

1 §505. MAILING LISTS

All addressees on mailing lists used for the distribution of all matters printed or distributed at state
expense by dedicated or undedicated revenues shall at least once in every 12-month period be contacted
in writing to inquire if continuance of delivery to said addressees is desired. Failure of the addressee to
affirmatively reply within 30 days of the written inquiry shall cause such addressees to be removed from
said mailing list. However, nothing in this section shall prevent any printed matter being distributed where
otherwise required by law., [1973, <.

1 §521. EXECUTIVE ORDERS

1. Available to public. The Governor shall maintain in his office a file containing a copy of every
executive order issued by him or by previous governors, which is currently in effect. This file shall be open to
public inspection at reasonable hours.

2. Dissemination. A copy of every executive order shall be filed with the Legislative Council, the
Law and Legislative Reference Library and every county law library in this State within one week after the
Governor has issued that order.
