The following represents a summary of activities and items of interest to Council:

Route 1A project

Director Currier attended a pre-construction meeting on August 2™ and received
information regarding the utility work. Aithough the project has been pushed back to
spring of 2020, utility work wil! begin this year. There will be another pre-con meeting in
the spring, closer to commencement. We have scheduled a public informational meeting
with MDOT for August 29th at 6:00 p.m. here in the council chambers. All abutters are
going to be notified, as well as the RSU, BACTS and the BAT bus. We will also advertise
on our website and social media.

Paving

Now that the bids are in and the award has been granted, the paving program will be
commencing. Roads slated for paving are the following: Mayo, Coldbrook, Carey Circle,
Commerce Court, Daisey Lane, Charles, Wiiliam, George Streets, Horseshoe Lane,
Canoe Club Rd., EIm Street East and West and Old Coldbrook Rd. We will keep the
public informed of the progress through our website and social media.

Westermn Avenue Parking & Stormwater project
Plymouth Engineering completed the survey work on the wooded buffer that was

stipulated in the permit, and Rec Director Abbot filed it at the Registry of Deeds on July
17", well before the deadline. Scott confirmed that while the permit stipulates that we
begin work within a year, the work can be on any facet, whether stormwater, the right
turn lane, or tree work, for example. | have discussed the need for some in house, in-
kind work with Director Currier. Once we have finished making winter sand, he believes
that DPW will be able to begin removing sod and doing some prep work for the right-
hand turn lane. Final engineering as well as the next steps for project RFP(s) will be
discussed at the August 12! Services Committee meeting.

Chevron settlement award

On July 30", Town Planner Karen Cullen received notification that the State and Federal
Natural Resources Trustees responsible for the distribution of the Chevron settlement
have released the draft restoration plan and damage settiement. This is open for public
comment, and the link to the report is on Hampden'’s website. This report proposes that
four projects be funded in a total amount of $800,000. One of the funded projects is in
Hampden and which was submitted by Lane Construction Company to replace an
undersized culvert under the main driveway into their site on Main Road North. This is
funded in the amount of $45,000, with a match of in-kind construction by Lane of
between $45 and $50,000. The largest amount of funding is being awarded to the Town
of Charleston for their headwaters program. This will replace five undersized culverts on
public road crossings and will also restore miles of diverse fish and aquatic habitats in
the tributaries that enter the Penobscot upstream from the site. When | read the report, |
had a sense of regret to think that the project recsiving the most funding is the farthest
away. Unfortunately, at the time this was opened for application, the need to commit to
matching funds was a deterrent in submitting the Old County Rd. culvert as a potential
project. Additionally, we were unaware of the need to dredge the river. { suspect that
both may have been funded. The by-product of the award to Lane’s project is the fact
that their culvert replacement will complement the work we will be doing on Sucker
Brook through the Compensation Fee Utilization Fund.

Continuity of QOperations

The influx of recent changes in the office has necessitated town personnel to
take on additional duties, many times those which are not necessarily in the
wheelhouse of the person taking them on. We also still have Junior staff that are
continuing to be trained in their primary responsibilities as well as responsibilities
for Deputy and support staff tasks. These employees have handled these
changes with grace and aplomb and with the spirit of service to the community.

MY OPPOSITION IS NOT BASED UPON THE SUBSTANCE OR THE
MERITS OF THE PROPOSED LEGISLATION. MY OPPOSITION IS
BASED UPON THE FACT THIS ITEM IS NOT IN ANY WAY RELATED
TO TOWN BUSINESS.

THE TOWN COUNCIL IS CONSTITUTED, BY TOWN CHARTER, TO
GOVERN THE TOWN IN A MANNER CONSISTENT WITH THE BEST
INTEREST OF ITS CITIZENS. OUR ELECTIONS ARE NONPARTISAN IN
NATURE. CONSEQUENTLY, WE, AS TOWN COUNCILORS, ARE
EXPECTED TO CONDUCT OURSELVES IN A NONPOLITICAL
MANNER.

AT SOME POINT THERE WAS A QUESTION OF LEGALITY OF THE
ACT BEFORE US. OUR INTERIM TOWN MANAGER ADDRESSED
THAT ISSSUE IN A MEMORANDUM DATED JULY 30, 2019. THE
LAGALITY QUESTION WAS PRESENTED TO THE TOWN'S ATTORNEY
AND THE RESULT WAS THAT THIS ACTION IS, IN HIS OPINION,
LEGAL. WHETHER OR NOT THIS ACT IS LEGAL, IS NOT THE
QUESTION WHICH WE MUST CONCERN OURSELVES WITH. THE
SUBSTANTIVE QUESTION IS, WHY IS THIS PROCLAMATION BEFORE
US. THE ANSWER TO THAT IS CONTAINED IN THE VERY FIRST
SENTENCE OF THE ATTORNEY'S OPINION, AND | QUOTE, "THIS
PROCLAMATION, LIKE SIMILAR REOLUTIONS, IS, IN ESSENCE, AN
EXPRESSION OF POLITICAL SENTIMENT", UNQUOTE. FURTHER
INTO THE MEMORANDUM, THE INTERIM TOWN MANAGER
PROVIDES FURTHER EVIDENCE THAT THIS ACT IS ONE OF POLITICS
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AND NOT OF POLICY. QUOTE, "iF A COUNCILOR BELIEVES THAT
ENDORSING ANY GOVERNMENTAL ACT BY PROCLAMATION OR
RESOLUTION 1S SOMETHING COUNCIL SHOULD NOT EVER DO,
THAT IS A PHILOSOPHICAL DISCUSSION", END QUOTE. THE
INVERSE IMPLICATION IS THAT iF A COUNCILOR BELIEVES THAT
THE COUNCIL SHOULD ENDORSE SUCH A PROCLAMATION OR
RESOLUTION, THAT TOO, IS A PHILISOPHICAL POSITION.
PHILOSOPHIC POSITIONS ARE OFTEN TIED TO IDEOLOGY, WHICH
IN TURN, IS OFTEN REFLECTED IN THE POLITICAL PREFERENCE OF
THE COUNCILOR. SO, HERE WE ARE. DO WE, AS COUNCILORS,
USE OUR POSITIONS TO FURTHER A POLITICAL CAUSE, OR, DO WE
CONTINUE TO MAINTAIN OUR NONPARTISAN PROCESS OF DOING
THE TOWN'S BUSINESS. | ENCOURAGE THE LATER.

| ALSO WANT TO ADDRESS 'HOW' WE GOT HERE. IN THIS
PARTICULAR CASE THERE WERE SOME PROCEDURAL ANOMOLIES,
BUT THE PROPOSITION GOT HERE THE SAME WAY MOST ISSUES
ARRIVE BEFORE THE TOWN COUNCIL, BY REFERRAL FROM A
COMMITTEE. AS | STATED BEFORE, THE PURPOSE OF THE TOWN
COUNCIL IS TO GOVERN THE TOWN IN THE BEST INTEREST OF ITS
CITIZENS. THAT GOVERNANCE IS DEPENDENT UPON THE
EFFICIENT USE OF COMMITTEES WHICH ARE DESIGNED TO
PROVIDE AN OPEN AND TRANSPARENT VENUE WHERE
COUNCILORS DISCUSS TOWN BUSINESS WHICH MAY RESULT IN A
REFERRAL TO THE TOWN COUNCIL FOR ITS CONSIDERATION.
THESE COMMITTEE MEETINGS, AS WELL AS THE TOWN COUNCIL
MEETINGS, ARE NOT PUBLIC FORUMS. CITIZENS ARE
ENCOURAGED TO ATTEND AND PARTICIPATE IN THE PROCESS,
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BUT, NONBUSINESS MATTERS ARE NOT APPROPRIATE FOR
CONSIDERATION AT THESE MEETINGS. AS DETERMINED BY OUR
ATTORNEY, AND VALIDATED BY THE INTERIM TOWN MANAGER,
THE ISSUE BEFORE US IS POLITICAL AND CONSEQUENTLY,
INAPPROPRIATE BY NATURE. A MAIJORITY VOTE IN FAVOR OF

The
issues that we are dealing with as pointed out by Mr. Currier, are that the
Transfer Station was originally designed to handle 3,000 — 4,000 residents
and now we have close to 7,000. This is an ongoing issue with concerns
of people from other towns using our station due to stickers not being
checked, people bringing items on non-demo days, among other
complaints. Public comments expressed the same concern. Also in
consideration is that what Perc and Coastal Resources take for waste in
many instances are not the same. Example: Tires, rope, tarps, metal,
lawn chairs, venetian blinds and other solid waste items. The council and
Town agree that education to the public of disposal of waste needs to be
provided in the form of fliers and videos, but most effectively physically
being present at the Transfer Station to direct people where to dispose of
things. Councilor Wright recommended that the Councilors take an
active role at the Transfer Station by volunteering their time to assist in
directing the public in the ladder. Councilor Wright offered five {5)
suggestions (1) Expand the whole facility and keep all services. (2)
Curbside household waste and recycling and take demo elsewhere. (3)
Curbside with more limited recycling such as white goods and brush,
collection for sharps, etc. (4) Don’t change anything, raise the sticker
price, and hire another employee. (5) Keep Transfer Station and take C &
D to Casella and chip brush elsewhere. Director Currier recommended 4
coupons a year with the MSW coming to the Station and the debris going
to Casella. Director Currier is statistically researching other towns for
cost of curbside pickup to see how economical that would be. Everyone
in attendance agreed that our $10.00 sticker price was very low.
Councilor Ryder requested that the Town look into apartment owners
who pay taxes being allowed to get a one-day pass with a U haul to bring
trash.

I have completed the tax rate caiculations based on the current approved budgets and
revenues for the upcoming tax bill. The rate will increase from $19.60 per thousand dollars of
value to $20.90 per thousand dollars in value. That equates to an increase of $390.00 on a
$300,000 property.

The increase is a result of several things:

The overall budget is $1,263,092.46 higher than last year.

The “other revenue” is $493,429 lower than last year.

The Host Community Benefit Funds of $456,138 were used as revenue last year.
There are no “offsetting” funds applied to this years’ revenues.

The overall valuation has increased by $35,563,463, the largest increase we have had in the ten
years | have been the assessor in Hampden. Part of that is as a result of Fiberight’s personal
property. They reported over $20,000,000 in personal property, most of which was eligible for
BETE reimbursement (at 50% approximately). The plant was still under construction on April 15
and we will see an increase from them next year, but not nearly as much. If the road is
accepted by the Town they will have an offset as a result of deeding that ownership over to the
town. They are currently taxed on the road and improvements.

Our BETE valuation as increased from $10,078,300 to $35,386,800 and as a result our
reimbursement rate has increased and is now 54.43% of the total exempt value.

It is important to note that as the valuation continues to increase we need to keep in mind that
the overlay should be adequate to cover any potential uncollectable taxes or abatements. By
Maine State Law you can only raise 5% more than you need to raise through taxation.

Furthermore, it was decided to bring
this to full Council at tonight’'s meeting.

Following the meeting, Councilor Jarvi, via email, objected to the thought that the
notice requirement applied, because the purpose of the ad hoc committee was
advisory in nature. | stated, via email, that | would seek a legal opinion and
forwarded Councilor Jarvi's email to MMA legal department for a determination.

The resultant opinion by MMA staff attorney Rebecca McMahon is that a violation
did in fact occur, but that review of the discussions at a duly called and noticed
meeting would mitigate the violation. Acknowledging that there was an actual
work product that was the resuit of the ad hoc committee's meeting(s) that could
be the mitigating factor, | inquired if there was anything else that we needed to do
other than to reconvene a properly noticed meeting and publicly provide the
information. Attorney McMahon'’s opinion is that would be a good way to mitigate
the violation. She also reminded that in order for the Town to be penalized, it
would have had to have been a willful act. Furthermore, there would have had to
have been some material harm to someone, and anyone claiming such would
have to take action in court.

The email threads that are included within the packet did not appear on the
screen in chronological order, nor did they print that way. | have numbered them
in sequence, verified by the date and time stamps on them.

M.R.S.A. § 403 Meetings to be open to public; record of meetings.

While | believe our interim Town Manager should clarify this issue by contacting MMA legal services, it is my belief that the
Council member selectively interpreted the law, excluding 6. Advisory bodies exempt from record requirements,
“Subsection 2 does not apply to advisory bodies that make recommendations but have no decision-making authority.”

As the ad-hoc committee was advisory, had no decision-making authority, and in fact was scheduled to present their
recommendations in a regularly scheduled meeting of the Finance & Administration Committee (which is open to the public)
with a previously published agenda indicating “Council Rules” would be discussed, it is my belief the ad-hoc group did act in
good faith in fulfilling their advisory obligation and the recommendation process can proceed.

Dear Paula,

It is true that committees that are purely advisory do not need to make a record of their meetings under Maine’s Right to
Know Law (1 M.R.S. § 403(6)). However, the Right to Know Law does not exempt an advisory body from public access and
notice requirements. A meeting of an ad hoc committee of the board — even an advisory one — would constitute a public
proceeding, and therefore would require reasonable notice for public attendance. Any failure to provide notice of the ad
hoc committee meetings would likely violate the Right to Know Law, although a review of the discussions that took place at
those meetings at a duly noticed public proceeding would mitigate the impacts of such a violation.

To cover your bases, you may also have the advisory committee at this
duly noticed public proceeding reaffirm any decisions made during a meeting that occurred outside public view.
Remember that in order for the town to be penalized for the violation, it would have to be willful -~ which doesn’t appear
to be the case here. Additionally, someone would have to take action in court, identifying some sort of harm for the
violation in doing so. Although the actions of the advisory committee may technically be a violation of the Right to Know
Law, | think the risk of repercussions as a result of the violation are low, and the efforts to make past — and future, if any
are forthcoming — meetings of the committee public would be sufficient to further reduce the possibility of someone
raising concerns.
