· Sgt. Barry Meserve of the Maine State Police discussed the role of a K-9 and gave a demonstration.  

· Employee profile was Officer William Miller.  He introduced himself and discussed his role as a Drug Recognition Expert.  

· Public Safety trends were discussed.  Between 9-1-17 and 1-1-18, the police department handled 1119 incidents.  The incidents include a burglary, six thefts, and 16 fraud related complaints.  The fraud complaints involved IRS scams, Tech Support scams and the fraudulent use of a credit card.  There were several Alzheimer/Dementia related calls.  The Hampden Police Department charged six people with OUI and covered 72 crashes.  The ambulance and fire department responded to approximately 915 calls.

· Committee members discussed the 10-bed detoxification center on Main Road North and the role of the police department.   A positive relationship with program leaders would be beneficial to all parties.   The program director for the center will be meeting with the jail diversion group to discuss the program.     

· Hampden Public Safety will be sponsoring a public safety citizen academy on March 21, 2018.  The eight-week program will discuss the duties and responsibilities of police, fire and emergency medical services.  

· A committee member noticed overweight vehicles on the Mayo Road.  

· The public safety strategic plan has been finalized and endorsed by town council.  

· Lt. Pugsley introduced new employee, FF/Paramedic Gavin Webb.  FF/Paramedic Webb fills a new position for the fire and emergency medical service.  David Mushrall was recently hired by the police department.  Officer Mushrall replaces Jeff Rice.  Deputy Rice now works for the Waldo County Sheriff’s Office.
