· Committee members present:  Terry McAvoy, Nancy Fenders, Wally Fraser and new student members Kiara Arnold and Parker Gagne.  Also present was Sgt. Chris Bailey and guest speaker, Lt. Dan Scott of the Maine Warden Service.

· Kiara Arnold and Parker Gagne, students at Hampden Academy, introduced themselves to the committee.  

· Lt. Dan Scott gave an overview of the Maine Warden Service and described some of his duties.  
 
· Employee profile was Monic Christian.   Monic was hired in October as part-time officer.  She previously worked for the Bangor Police Department.  

· What’s going on in your neighborhood?  A committee member commented about not seeing a police officer in his neighborhood often.  Another committee member requested the electronic sign be used on the Monroe Road to control speeding vehicles.  

· [bookmark: _GoBack]Public Safety (police) trends were discussed.  Since September of 2018, the police department handled 1768 incidents.  The incidents include burglaries, (2) thefts (19) and several fraud (17) related complaints.  The fraud complaints involved numerous scams involving people purporting to be from the IRS, and Publishers Clearing House.  One of the scams involved people calling and claiming their grandson is in jail and needs money for bail.   A significant percentage of the fraud related incidents involved elderly citizens.   The Hampden Police Department has also handled two overdose deaths this year, both involving opiates.  One person has been arrested in conjunction with one of the investigations.  A committee member had asked at a previous meeting, if there was data on how long some of our citizens with Alzheimer’s/Dementia have lived in town.  Some of the Good Neighbor Program participants have lived in the community for over 30 years.  

· We discussed Public Safety Director Joseph Roger’s impending retirement.   The process for his replacement has been announced and will involve only internal candidates.
