Zoning Ordinance Text Amendment – Zone Change




Town of Hampden requests review of proposed changes to the following land 



parcels to become Village Commercial District as governed under Article 1.5 



Amendment:  Starting on the west side of Main Road North, the parcels are 



Map 36, Lots 7,8,9,10,11,12, and 13.  On the east side of Main Road North, the 



parcels are Map 36, Lots 47, 48, 49, 50, 51 and Map 6, p/o 45.  Public Hearing.


Member Wiltbank motioned to take agenda item A. Zoning Ordinance Text Amendment 


– Zone Change off the table for consideration.  Seconded by Member Davitt. Vote 4-0.



Chairman Weatherbee opened the public hearing and in the absence of testimony, 


closed the public hearing and asked for staff comments.


Community and Economic Development Director stated that this proposed zone change 


would provide much needed expanded commercial space and also afford those 



landowners a greater variety of opportunity to sell or develop those properties.   Staff 


supports the amendment as proposed.

Zoning Ordinance Text Amendment – Municipal Parking




Town of Hampden requests review of amendments to Article 4.7.1.2 Location of 


Parking
to add language to allow exceptions to the parking requirements to 



allow utilization of municipal on-street parking and off-street parking when site 



developments are located in certain areas.  Member Davitt motioned to take 



agenda item A. Zoning Ordinance Text Amendment – Municipal Parking off the 



table for consideration.  Seconded by Member Nelson. Vote 4-0




Chairman Weatherbee opened the public hearing and in the absence of testimony, 


closed the public hearing and asked for staff comments.



Community and Economic Development Director stated that this proposed zone change 


would provide an option to the Planning Board that they don’t currently have available.  


The parking provisions in the current zoning ordinance limit parking to off-street 


parking to meet the ordinance requirements.  This amendment will allow the Planning 


Board to consider public and on-street parking, if they should become available, as an 


alternative in meeting the zoning ordinance parking provisions.   Staff supports the 


amendment as proposed.
