A.  Site Plan (Permitted Use) – Tyler McIntosh requests approval of an 




Agriculture/Forestry Operation located at 5 Pond Road, in Rural and Resource 



Protection Districts.  Public Hearing


Chairperson Avery confirmed with Community Development Director that 



proper notice had been given.



Chairperson Mike Avery opened the public hearing and asked for proponents 



and opponents to the application. One proponent, the applicant, Tyler 




McIntosh, presented a brief overview of the application.  Whereas there were 



no opponents to the application, Chairperson Avery closed the Public Hearing.



Community Development Director described the application as a proposal was 



to establish two uses on a lot designated as both Rural and Resource Protected.  


No buildings are being proposed.  The application is limited to the utilization of 



land for a commercial firewood operation in the Rural District and a Christmas 



tree farm in the Resource Protection District.  The Community Development 



Director noted that planting of trees for harvesting purposes is a bit unusual in 



the Resource Protection District.  The accompanying DEP letter clarified that the 


DEP considers the proposed tree farm an agricultural/forestry activity and 



acceptable in the Resource Protection District.

     

Staff recommends approval of the application.


Planning Board Action:  Motion by Member Weldon, Seconded by Member 



Wiltbank, to grant conditional approval of the development as presented, 



stipulating the following:
· The removal of proposed building site from the Site Plan.
· A survey of the property, once completed, submitted.

· The reference to a location of the firewood operation indicate a 30’ setback from property line.

Community Development Director’s Report



The Community Development Director reported that the analysis of the conditionally 


approved Bouchard Towing Storage Building application (8.12.15 Meeting) has been 


determined to be in conformance with the stipulated coverage limitation of the 



district and under the impervious surface limitation of the storm water rules.


CDD further reported that upon conversation with the Code Enforcement Officer, the 


limited coverage stipulation of 10% in the Rural District pertains to buildings only, not 


impervious surface.
